One of the most important compo-
nents of any country’s economy is doubt-
lessly stable foreign exchange market,
serving
goods and service, forming exchange
rate under the influence of demand and
supply, being as an instrument for pro-
tection from different monetary risks.
Depending on country’s position and
processes happening in world economy
each state sets own purposes and meth-
ods of currency policy.

Usually this policy is held to strength-
en inside position of national currency, to
accumulate international reserves, to con-
trol the movement of national and foreign
capital. The currency policy, directed for

international circulation of

short-term in order to regulate currency
exchange and transactions, is called cur-
rent currency policy. Changesinthecur-
rency system, realized with reforms in
this sphere during long-term period is
structural currency policy.

Market regulation of exchange rates is
relied on demand and supply, however,
permanent exchange fluctuations might
have a negative impact on both national
and world economy, which lead to severe
social consequences. Therefore, state reg-
ulation will remove negative consequenc-
es through efficient currency policy. The
prime methods of currency policy are
currency intervention, currency restric-
tions, controlling the currency converti-
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bility, valuation and the diversification of
international reserves.

Generally, processes in foreign eco-
nomic activities are closely related to na-
tional currency exchange. So, import and
export of goods depend on this exchange.
National currency depreciation is propor-
tional to the growth of export value;as the
rate regarding foreign currency falls, ex-
porters get more profit and their proceeds
increase due to high demand.

On the other hand, because of the cost
of imported goods and service rise in na-
tional currency, the demand for them will
fall. It can be concluded that national cur-
rency devaluation will stimulate export,
develop entrepreneurship in the country.
Profitability of export activity grows up,
as a result the total income of the popula-
tion will boost.

According to the first point of the
third direction in “Strategy of actions in
five main directions of the development
of Republic of Uzbekistan in 2017-
2021 years”, connected with liberalization
and development of economy for steady
state development and rising the stability
of macroeconomic condition in the Re-
public of Uzbekistan, it is planned to up-
grade the monetary policy and make
provisions for effective monetary regula-
tion and support the national currency’s
stability [1]. In accordance with this, in
Uzbekistan number of reforms was per-
formed in 2018, which facilitated deep
changes in all fields of economy and cre-
ated large opportunities to improve in-
vestment climate in the country, to
strengthen foreign economic activity, to
rise the price competitiveness of domestic

goods and services and to hold effective
monetary policy.

Especially, the reforms related to
monetary policy had a huge influence on
financial-banking sector, lifting up the
operations, held between commercial
banks and customers to completely new
level and supplying free access for banks
to foreign exchange. The President’s de-
cree adopted on the 2™ of September of
2017 “On the foremost measures for
monetary policy realization” sets num-
ber of steps, which are necessary to carry
out for structural transformation and
further liberalization of currency market
of Uzbekistan. The given actions are
firstly directed to creation of necessary
conditions, which let the citizens buy
and sell foreign currency, as well as use it
freely.

Also such steps assume broad use of
financial levers to create the competition
in currency market, consolidating mone-
tary policy positions when stimulating
export and diversifying different spheres
of economy. Finally, they will play a big
role in achieving aims, connected with
setting rates based on market mecha-
nisms. In order to give domestic products
worthy place in an international market,
special attention is devoted to develop-
ment of business atmosphere by active
attraction of foreign investments, provid-
ing with more workplaces relied on opti-
mization of currency market activity. Tak-
ing into account probable negative conse-
quences of currency market liberaliza-
tion, important actions are enforced to
keep the national currency stable with
strict monetary policy and banking ac-

So, in the beginning of 2017, in Sep-
tember, juridical people got opportunities
to pay current international operations
such as paying off a credit, the import of
goods and service in foreign currency;
individuals can sell currency at exchange
offices of commercial banks, sole
entrepreneurs,who import food products,
are allowed to acquire foreign currency
through banking accounts. As a result, the
activity of economicentities with purchas-
ing and selling foreign currency rose
sharply. Particularly, last year, exactly
from September to December purchasing
and selling of foreign currency by eco-
nomicentities reached 2,9 billion dollars,
76 % of total imported products. The
value of cash currency sold by individuals
to commercial banks during that period

was 854 million dollars. Foreign currency
sales to individuals were characterized
with high growth every month and
reached 22,3 million dollars in December.

The changes include also the activity
of commercial banks: so, banks have a
right to determine conditions of giving
and paying off credits in foreign currency,
based on credit policy, different monetary
risks of commercial banks belong to their
competence and they are considered to be
an enterprising risk and banks can freely
set the commission when purchase-sell-
ing operations of foreign currency take
place [2]

Overall, the liberalization of foreign
exchange market influences positively on
economy. In long-term period enactment
of free currency will let producers acquire
raw materials, buy import equipment
with less production costs. Expanding the
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country’s export potential with invest-
ment flow to various spheres of economy
will rise occupation and total income, the
main side will lead to the creation of im-
portant preconditions for further integra-
tion to international trade.

Furthermore, if the quantity of enter-
prises rise in domestic market, it will fa-
cilitate the competition between them
and be reflected at economic effective-
ness. The export potential will be actually
risen with fast rates if the business activity
is on the high level too. Business activity,
in its turn, is inseparably connected with
economic reforms in the country, which
help to provide with favorable conditions
for entrepreneurs. In particular, Uzbeki-
stan is on the top list of ten countries
among 190 all over the world, holding a
lot of reforms to reach high results in im-
proving the business atmosphere.

Moreover, our country succeeded in
number of indexes, presented in the

World BanK’s data, definitely defining in-
dexes such as business doing easiness —
74" place, enterprise registration — 11"
place, connection to water supply sys-
tem - 27"[3]. Further definite measures
for optimizing export and import, im-
proving logistical system, reducing taxes
on entrepreneurs, protecting investors,
creating a good investment climate and
stimulating credits will urge our country
todevelop the rating and achieve high re-
sults. These have already reflected in the
economic development of our country:
the foreign trade turn of Uzbekistan grew
up to 27.3% in 2018.

The main directions of monetary pol-
icy for 2018 It is seen in the chart, large
growth of foreign trade turn describes the
export of food products (growth rate is
7.7 %), energy resurces (growth rate is
18.7%), petrochemical (rose to 2%) ma-
chines and equipment (dropped to
62%than last year ) and service (25 %).
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On the whole, these reforms opened
large opportunities for economic growth
in long-term period.The reforms boost-
ed forcefully the export, that plays a key
role in GDP (Gross Domestic Product)
growth.As the result of foreign exchange

In future, making the national cur-
rency cheaper will definitely affect inside
financial-banking system: the real cost of
deposits in foreign currency will rise by
exact percent, estimated in national cur-
rency, the yield of investment portfolio

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investment attraction of the country will
improve. The liberalization of the money
market in the Republic of Uzbekistan and
measured monetary policy, directed to
keeping the market prices at stable level
inconditions of high inflationary expecta-
tions, more foreign investment attractions
and stimulating the entrepreneurship in
the country will play the significant role
in developing the economy. In particular,
formation of exchange rates relied on
market instruments is one of the prime
questions in 2019, and special attention-
needs to be devoted, which related to
Central Bank’s interventions aimed at
“sterilization” of extra liquidity and mon-
ey supply in economy with the help of
monetary operations [4].

At the same time, there is no
need to install an implant on each indi-
vidual tooth. What is economically ra-
tional for the main population of Uzbeki-
stan.

Important benefits of “All-on-4” Im-
plantation:

1. Prostheses, installed on this technol-
ogy, have a very reliable fixation

2. Chewing load is distributed evenly
across all implants

3. Reasonable price of the operation,
because you need to implant only 4 im-
plants, not 8 and not 14

4. Not need additional bone plastic

5. Even in the absence of teeth and at-
rophy of the alveolar ridge (gum roller), it

is possible to create conditions for fixed
construction and for complete restora-
tion of the dentition.

6. Rapidity of gaining teeth com-
pared to other similar procedures

7.In comparison with implantation
of 8-14 separate implants on an empty
jaw, the All-on-4 method will be much
cheaper.

The concept of simultaneous implan-
tation of only four implants with the res-
toration of a full-fledged dentition on
them was developed by a Portuguese sci-
entist, Paulo Malo in the 1990s, and has
since spread throughout the world.
For several decades, Paulo Malo indepen-
dently operated on more than forty thou-
sand patients with the installation of
4 implants on each jaw.

The method has proven its effective-
ness in our institute. In most cases, retir-
ees who lack the opportunity to get more
expensive orthopedic care apply to state
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institutions. Long use of full removable
dentures leads to uneven atrophy of the
alveolar processes and poor fixation and
stabilization of the prostheses. According
to patient surveys and research, more
than 97% of all-on-4 implantation cas-
es were successful in the world and at our
institute. 90% of our patients with com-
plete removable dentures returned to the
tull life of the dental- maxillary system.

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ABSTRACT. Third World governments invariably justify the promotion of tourism as
a driving force for economic development. Anita Pleumarom questions this claim and says
that it is time to stop treating tourism as a holy cow to be protected and nurtured at all costs.
Tourism discourses are full of high-sounding rhetoric, liberally peppered with such terms as
‘poverty reduction’, ‘sustainability’, fair trade’, ‘participation, good governance’, corporate
social responsibility’, and ‘peace-building. Moreover, concepts of new tourisms’, such as
community-based ecotourism, are projected as ways forward to reform mass tourism, which
is increasingly dreaded because of its negative impacts. But what about the reality behind
the glossy rhetoric? What can be observed is, the more tourism leaders vow to protect eco-
systems and natural resources in destinations, the more the environment gets thrown out of
balance due to the continued frenzied construction of tourism facilities. The more we are
told about tourism as a force for peace and understanding, the more the world is affected by
the ‘war on terrorism’, and human-rights-abusing dictatorships like Burma use tourism to
prop up their bad image. The more decision-makers parade tourism policies for poverty
elimination, the more the gap widens between the rich and the poor among and within na-
tions, due to aggressive and unfair economic liberalization. While people in rich countries
drown in conspicuous consumption thereby destroying their own and others’ life bases,
communities in less and least developed countries only receive the crumbs from the wealth
that capitalist growth produces.

Key words. Tourism, global, business, organization.

Introduction. Like other big indus-
tries, tourism is chara cterised by un-
healthy mass concentrations of people,
mass production, and mass activities. To-
day, it is common for people to criss-cross
the globe to search for an exotic paradise,
go shopping, attend a conference, play
golf, cheer at a big sporting event, gamble
in a casino, get thrilled in a theme park,
relax in a spa resort or have medical or
cosmetic surgery in a five-star hospital.
En route, the travelling consumers can
satisfy their needs and desires in the same

fast food chains, supermarkets and de-
signer brand shops like at home.

Tourism is a truly global business that
turns everything on Earth - even the
most sacred domains - into commodities.
Most travellers would not want to wake
up to the fact that they are just feeding a
multi-billion-dollar industry and contrib-
uting to unsustainable patterns of con-
sumption and production. And there is
little awareness that as always, it is the
poor who have to pay for the social and
environmental costs of excessive tourism.
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Governments emphasise tourism as a
driving force for economic development.
The latest World Tourism Barometer re-
leased by the United Nations World Tour-
ism Organisation (UNWTO) indicates
that international arrivals will amount to
880 to 900 million by the end of 2007,
which points to a continuation of the sus-
tained growth rate experienced over the
past years. The Asia-Pacific region is the
acknowledged motor behind the global
tourism growth, with China and India
representing the fastest-growing markets.
According to the World Travel and Tour-
ism Council (WTTC), travel and tourism
presently employs approximately 231 mil-
lion people and generates over 10.4% of
the world’s GDP.

Main part. However, the positive sta-
tistics offered by the WTTC and UN-
WTO project an illusory picture of the
contribution of tourism particularly to
the Third World. These data often serve
to justify expensive infrastructure devel-
opments that primarily benefit the top
echelons in travel and tourism. Many of
the projects are based on external bor-
rowings, deepening the financial debt
crisis for poor nations, and many of the
supplies and equipment used in the devel-
opment of these projects are imported
and the personnel involved in construc-
tion engaged from abroad. Meanwhile,
governments increasingly neglect the ba-
sic needs of local communities. Following
the earthquake/tsunami disaster on Box-
ing Day 2004, for example, Thailand, Sri
Lanka and India spent huge amounts of
aid and taxpayers money to help the
tourism industry back on its feet, while

fishing and agricultural communities
were displaced; and until today, poor tsu-
nami victims are lacking adequate hous-
ing, water supply, social services and op-
portunities to rebuild economic liveli-
hoods. Tourism is a big money-spinner,
but local residents do not get a fair share
because most of the tourism revenue is
siphoned away by urban-based and for-
eign investors. The tourism sector is noto-
rious for causing financial ‘leakage’ (due
to high import content, repatriation of
profits by foreign-owned tourism compa-
nies, etc.), and unbalanced and inequita-
ble distribution of income. According to
current statistics compiled by the UN
Conference on Trade and Development
(UNCTAD), leakages in the tourism sec-
tor total up to 85% in some African least
developed countries (LDCs), more than
80% in the Caribbean, 70% in Thailand
and 40% in India. Globalisation has only
worsened the economic conditions for
poor countries. Tourism services negotia-
tions under the World Trade Organisa-
tion (WTO)’s General Agreement on
Trade in Services (GATS) as well as bilat-
eral and regional free trade agreements
(FTAs) have been used particularly by the
US and European Union to increase pres-
sure on governments of developing coun-
tries to abolish restrictions on foreign
ownership and to allow a high degree of
self-regulation by transnational corpora-
tions in the sector. As a result, tourism-
related industries in developing countries
are experiencing unprecedented mergers
and acquisitions, squeezing local busi-
nesses that are ill-equipped to face the
cut-throat competition favouring giant
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foreign firms. New policies for tourism
development as part of Special Economic
Zones (SEZ) just add to the increasing
inequality and asymmetry. The establish-
ment of SEZs often involves the selling or
leasing out of vast tracts of land to private
developers and allows massive unregulat-
ed exploitation of natural and human re-
sources for tourism purposes. In recent
years, however, tourism has as never be-
fore been highlighted as a dependent and
high-risk industry. Frequent natural and
man-made disasters, oil price hikes, ex-
change rate fluctuations and political tur-
moil have shown up the extreme vulner-
ability of the industry. Unexpected events
such as the 11 September attacks in the
US (2001), the Bali bombings (2002), the
outbreaks of the SARS and avian flu epi-
demics (2003-04) and the tsunami disas-
ter (2004) have all been the cause of major
tourism slumps. Ironically, the worsening
climate crisis, to which the tourism indus-
try itself has contributed significantly, is
now ticking like a time bomb for the in-
dustry as many tourist attractions may be
irreversibly destroyed by the impacts of
climate change. Particularly threatened
are low-lying coastal regions and small
island developing states (SIDS). Many
SIDS have developed tourism monocul-
tures, with tourism receipts constituting
up to 90% of services exports in the Baha-
mas, the Dominican Republic and the
Maldives; in Antigua and Barbuda, tour-
ism contributes directly and indirectly to
over 75% of the GDP, according to the
UNWTO. While large tourism companies
have responded quickly to impending
emergencies by sponsoring high-tech dis-

aster-warning systems and anti-terror se-
curity schemes, urgent mitigation and
adaptation measures to enable poor com-
munities to cope with any impending ca-
tastrophe are often delayed due to govern-
ments’ lack of funding and other short-
comings. Tourism is seen as a boon in
terms of employment for people in devel-
oping nations. But in fact, tourism-related
jobs are uncertain, seasonal and part-
time, with a high turnover of staff. The
loss of livelihoods through tourism - e.g.,
in agriculture and fisheries - has rarely
been subjected to research. But the high
out-migration of locals from tourist cen-
tres is a clear indication that tourism de-
stroys more jobs than it creates. Despite
the tourism leaders’ new affection for
‘corporate social responsibility’ (CSR), ex-
ploitation of tourism workers remains
rampant. Worldwide, the industry is tak-
ing advantage of migrant workers who
provide the cheapest labour, endure the
harshest working conditions and are least
likely to organise in trade unions. Women
in tourism are found to have the most
dehumanising and the worst-paid jobs.
Tourism has an infamous reputation of
boosting the sex industry wherever it
takes root. Efforts to make industry com-
ply with the Code of Ethics promoted by
the UNWTO have not helped to curb
trafficking in women and girls for sex
work in tourist destinations, which in
many cases deprives the victims of their
fundamental human rights and exposes
them to health risks such as HIV/AIDS.
Industry self-regulation has proven an ut-
terly inadequate tool in tourist centres,
such as Pattaya in Thailand, Cancun in
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Mexico or Johannesburg in South Africa,
where the sex, drugs and crime, gang vio-
lence, mafia-style politics and corruption
are out of control. The erosion of culture
and traditional values is visible in all tour-
ist destinations driven by over-commer-
cialisation. Even many of the UN Educa-
tional, Scientific and Cultural Organisa-
tion (UNESCO)’s World Heritage sites are
not properly protected from privatisation
and ‘Disneyfication. Tourism - including
‘ecotourism’ — also exploits indigenous
and local communities and their cultures,
turning them into mere exhibits for tour-
ists’ entertainment. The ugliest creations
are ‘human zoos’ as set up by tour opera-
tors in the borderlands of Burma and
Thailand to feature women from the Kay-
an ethnic group, also known as ‘Long
Neck’ people because they wear rings that
elongate their necks.

Conclusion. Many indigenous peo-
ples’ rights groups are therefore con-
demning tourism as a form of develop-
ment aggression. Highlighting incidents
of land rights violations and biopiracy,
they have raised serious concerns about
the rigorous approach of the ‘ecotourism’
industry that threatens indigenous peo-
ples’ sovereignty and aggravates conflicts
and tensions in their communities in
tourism-related processes at the UN
(e.g., at the Commission on Sustainable
Development, meetings of the Conven-
tion on Biological Diversity and the In-
ternational Year of Ecotourism 2002).
Tourism as ‘sustainable development’ is a
myth as it continues to wreak havoc on
land and marine ecosystems and biodi-
versity. Despite the industry’s ‘green-

wash’ attempts, fertile agricultural lands
are still being cleared, forests cut down,
mountains flattened, beaches dug up,
and coral reefs destroyed to provide re-
sources for more and more monstrous
tourism complexes. Moreover, tourism
accelerates unhealthy urbanisation pro-
cesses and contributes to traffic conges-
tion, noise and air pollution and the
dumping of waste and untreated sewage.
The depletion and degradation of scarce
water resources, particularly due to
mushrooming golf courses and spa busi-
nesses, aggravates the water supply crisis
in many communities. According to a
UN study, the average tourist consumes
as much water in 24 hours as a Third
World villager requires to produce rice
for 100 days. High energy consumption
in tourism facilities and greenhouse gas
emissions linked to transportation, espe-
cially the explosive growth in air travel,
contribute significantly to climate
change.Given all these serious impacts,
tourism must no longer be treated like a
holy cow that is protected and nurtured
at all costs. Particularly in these times of
looming social and environmental cri-
ses, governments and inter-governmen-
tal agencies like the UN should prioritise
people’s basic needs, particularly food
security. Decision-makers should take a
more responsible approach to tourism,
by establishing strong legal and regula-
tory frameworks and ensuring the en-
forcement of these rules and regulations
on the industry. Corporate-driven vol-
untary initiatives, such as guidelines,
codes of conduct and accreditation
schemes, are not the key to effectively
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tackling tourism-related problems. What
is needed instead is a people-centred ap-
proach to development that is aimed at
reversing the negative impacts of globali-
sation and restoring the values of justice,
democracy and self-determination in
development — an approach that allows
local communities to reclaim land and
resources that have been unfairly taken
away, to rehabilitate the environment
that greedy capitalists have ravaged and
to revive traditions and cultures that

have been distorted and exploited for
profit-making purposes.

As the President of the Republic of
Uzbekistan Sh. Mirziyoyev emphasized:
“Among all modern spheres, it is necessary
to raise science to a new level. It’s hard to
solve current problems facing society
without knowledge. *

Particular attention is paid to the
social sphere in the implementation of the
goals set out in the Strategy of Action.
That is, the social protection model in
Uzbekistan is approaching recognized
international standards. In 2018, 56.4 %
of total state budget spending was
allocated to the social sector.

Particular attention is paid to the full
support of persons with disabilities,

families who have lost their breadwinner,
needy families, including providing them
with affordable housing, in 2018 more
than 21,500 such families were provided
with cheap housing.

In addition, about 30,500 people with
disabilities received prosthetic and
orthopedic products and means of
rehabilitation. About 16 thousand of them
were treated in rehabilitation centers.

From 2019, the upper limit for the
payment of pensions will be increased

from 8 to 10 times the minimum monthly
wage and full payment of pensions to
working pensioners will be made.

In addition, the system of paying a
supplement in the amount of 100 % of the
minimum wage for calculating pensions
to people aged 100 years and older, used
in our country, is difficult to observe in
other countries.

The fact that the social protection
policy pursued in Uzbekistan is focused
on human interests, first of all, the rights
of citizens to social security are guaranteed
in the Constitution of Uzbekistan and
have a solid legal basis for their full use,
organizational support for receiving
material and social assistance.

Due to the progress in the economy of
the Republic of Uzbekistan and society
and the steady increase in the standard of
living of citizens, more and more attention
is paid to vulnerable groups.

One of the popular principles of
development strategy, which is widely
known in the world as the “Uzbek model’,
is a strong social policy, and it is precisely
in the center of this policy that the
targeted material and moral support of
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the vulnerable population is located.

The level of democracy in any state
and society is manifested not only in the
establishment of human rights in civil
legislation, but also in their practical
implementation.

One of the goals of legal reforms in the
country is to ensure and protect the
interests of the person as the highest
value.

Strong social policy aimed at social
protection of vulnerable groups of the
population in the context of the modern
development of the pension system,
implementation of international human
rights standards, full acceptance of the
principles of social justice in the process
of assigning and paying state pensions,
updating financial resources allocated for
these purposes, achieving a targeted and
their sustainable use is considered an
important aspect of the modernization
process.

Today, a strong and reliable system of
social protection, which has a solid legal
basis in all respects, has been created and
works effectively. At the same time, there
are unsolved problems.

Therefore, one of the topical issues is
the further improvement of the legal
framework for pensions and the improve-
ment of legislation in this area, the identi-
fication of existing spaces, and the adop-
tion of new standards to replace ineffec-
tive ones.

The growing number of retirees re-
quires the introduction of the most effec-
tive ways to increase income, taking into
account the disproportionate impact of
the Pension Fund on inequality in income

or expenditure. In recent years, the gov-
ernment has envisaged extensive work on
pension legislation, the system of assign-
ment and payment of state pensions in
order to meet the requirements of the
time and adapt to changing conditions.

The relevance of the chosen topic is
determined by the need for greater social
and material support to the needy popu-
lation, as well as the need to expand and
regularly update the regulatory frame-
work for this aspect.

Modernization processes in our soci-
ety require the continuation of legal re-
forms, including reforms in the field of
pensions, which can be carried out solely
based on scientific and theoretical stud-
ies, meaningful recommendations and
conclusions.

Compliance with the research priori-
ties of domestic science and technology is
an important factor.

For more improvement of the old-
age pension system and its legal basis in
the Republic of Uzbekistan:

- a comprehensive study of the legisla-
tion on pensions and its legal framework;

- development of proposals and rec-
ommendations for the improvement of
the legislative system, taking into account
the nature and content of pension provi-
sion;

- provide scientific advice on identify-
ing and addressing gaps and problems in
the field of pensions;

- taking into account the significant
increase in the role and value of private
property in our society, the wide partici-
pation of non-governmental funds for the
provision of retirement pensions, to de-
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termine scientific and theoretical recom-
mendations and conclusions concerning
the improvement of its legal framework,
specific proposals;

— the study of the legal practice of pen-
sions and the development of scientific and
theoretical conclusions aimed at strength-
ening its organizational and legal founda-
tions and shortcomings in this area;

- development and submission of new
bills that will serve the integrated regula-
tion of the further improvement of the
pension system, etc.

As a result of the implementation of
proposals for amendments and additions
to the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan
“On State Pension Security of Citizens”
and other regulatory legal acts, the pen-
sion system will be improved, and legisla-
tion in this area will also be improved.
Most importantly, the practical imple-
mentation of the recommendations set
out in this text will help strengthen and
resolve the principles of law and social
justice in this area, as well as further im-
prove the pension system, and can also be
used in scientific research in the field of
social security.

Summing up the reform of the pen-
sion system, it is necessary to bear in
mind the gradual changes in the basic ele-
ments of the pension system, a phased
transition to the realization of pension
rights, based on the principles of insur-
ance, inseparability, distribution of com-
ponents based on the pension system.

It should be emphasized that in the
national legal system the regulation of
international social relations is at an early
stage, and the adoption of a number of

new laws in this area, the transition to the
legal regulation of such relations play an
important role in the country’s integra-
tion into the international community.

It is based on the need to ratify the
documents of such authoritative organi-
zations as the United Nations and the In-
ternational Labor Organization to further
improve the effectiveness of reforms of
the legislation on the pension system.

CONCLUSION

Certain work in the field of pensions is
based on scientific research, and, accord-
ingly, offers the following conclusions.

1. The development of the concept of
pension reform for the period up to
2030 provides for a specific reform of the
pension system, social security systems
and relevant state and public bodies, tak-
ing into account the results achieved and
practical achievements, experience gained
in foreign and neighboring countries.

2. The existing pension system should
be radically reformed, since the existing
pension system has retained its principles
from ancient times and implied an artifi-
cial equality of citizens.

3. In developing the concept of reform
in the field of the pension system, it is
believed that it can be based on the expe-
rience of the developed countries of the
world and the achievements made in the
CIS countries.

4. Improvement of the legal base in
accordance with the concept of reforms in
the pension system, modernization of the
current Law “On State Pension Support’,
the procedure for the formation and func-
tioning of non-state pension funds, their
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responsibility to the state and society, the
adoption of the Law “On non-state social
insurance”.

5. The development of a Social Secu-
rity Code that meets the new economic
and social situation in the country, meets
the requirements of market relations and
includes all social benefits.

Only in a society dominated by law
will social justice be established, and law
and law will be stable only in a country
where social justice is based. Therefore,
the transition to legal regulation, rather
than the institutional norms of relations
in society, including pension and charity,
is an urgent task of democracy.
