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THE CONCEPT “UKRAINIAN CRISIS™:

A COMPONENT ANALYSIS

The article provides a general description of the notion of “concept”. The history of its
origin, methods and approaches to its study are investigated, a three-layer structure of the
concept is defined and its classification types are described. The semantic structure of the
concept UKRAINIAN CRISIS is traced, which is determined by analyzing the definitions
of lexeme “concept” and component analysis of meaning of this nominative lexeme and

synonyms to it.

Key words: concept, structural type, Ukrainian Crisis.

The paradigm of modern conceptology
increased the interest of a lot of scientists to
the term “concept” as the central subject of
cognitive researches, that is the basic unit
of consciousness, storage and transmission
of information A.P. Babushkin,
O. L. Bessonova, O. P. Vorobyeva, O. S. Ku-
bryakova, M. V. Nikitin, O. O. Selivanova
and others), also as a mental unit, which is
aimed at a comprehensive study of the
language, consciousness and culture
(S. G. Vorkachov, V. 1. Karasik, V. A. Ma-
slova, Y. S. Stepanov, etc.), and to the dis-
course, which is verbalized speech and
mental activity of man, that is understood
as a combination of process and result
(O. A. Babelyuk, V. I. Karasik, M. L. Ma-
karov, I. Y. Frolova).

The complexity of the definition of
“concept” led to different approaches to
its analysis. Among the major approaches,
which is used in the context of our re-
search, we note the following: linguo-
cultural approach (V. I. Karasik, G. G.
Slyshkin, Y. S. Stepanov, A. Prikhodko),
cognitive semantic approach (O. S. Ku-

bryakova, Z. D. Popova), cognitive-dis-
cursive approach ( O.V. Kravchenko,
A. P. Martynyuk, O. I. Morozova,
I. S. Shevchenko etc).

All types of conflicts, which lead to
crisis, and crisis itself became the object
of different scientific studies such as phi-
losophy, sociology, psychology. Confu-
cius, Aristotle, Plato, Kant, Weber, Freud
and a lot of other scientists were focused
on the issue of crisis in their statements or
works.

Modern Ukrainian crisis, which dates
back to 2014 and, unfortunately, contin-
ues nowadays, takes new forms, affecting
various aspects of society and destroying
lives of thousands people. So it is impor-
tant to realize its place not only in the
Ukrainian media discourse but also in
English-speaking media.

The urgency of the research is caused,
first of all, by the nature of the crisis, the
focus of which is as an individual as soci-
ety as a whole; secondly, by the impor-
tance of the object of analysis of English-
speaking communities, as the crisis - is

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an inevitable phenomenon, which is in-
herent in society, and also can be a guar-
anty of its development; thirdly, by a ten-
dency of establishing of the content and
structure of new concepts of modern
mass media space through a comprehen-
sive analysis of linguistic means of its ac-
tualization, based on integration of cogni-
tive semantic, linguo-cultural and cogni-
tive-discursive approaches.

The purpose of the work is to identify
the content and structure of the concept
UKRAINIAN CRISIS which is expressed
by English linguistic means and realized
in modern English media discourse.

The object of this study is the concept
UKRAINIAN CRISIS, which is realized
in the English media discourse with the
help of certain language means during
2014-2016 years. The subject of this study
is means of verbalization of the analyzed
concept in English media discourse.

The examination of means of verbali-
zation of the concept UKRAINIAN CRI-
SIS in the English media discourse dem-
onstrated, that it is a complex multicom-
ponental conceptual creation, and it is
quite difficult to establish its type.

According to the classification of Pop-
ova and Steryn the concept UKRAINIAN
CRISIS - is a concept-script, since the
sequence of episodes is available, also we
can observe progression and development
of these episodes. It is difficult to give a
definite answer as to its isolation/ artistry,
because we analyzed scientific, journalis-
tic as well as literary texts. By degree of
reflection of national character the con-
cept UKRAINIAN CRISIS is the national
concept, although its components (ECO-

NOMIC CRISIS, POLITICAL CRISIS)
may be peculiar to any other nation.

According to the structure, the con-
cept UKRAINIAN CRISIS can be charac-
terized as makrocontcept, because it cov-
ers other concepts, such as ECONOMIC
CRISIS, POLITICAL CRISIS, military
themes and the corresponding neutral
concept.

By definitional and component analy-
sis of meanings of nominative lexeme and
its synonyms the next features of concept
CRISIS were identified: “divergence”, “dis-
harmony “difference”, “collision”, “con-
tention”, “dissent”, “absence of unity”, ”
split”, “limitation’, “tension”; feature “neg-
ativity”, that includes: “animosity”, “vio-
lence”, “anger”, “aggression”, “danger”, “re-
venge”, “destruction”, and “duration’,
“scalability”, “complexity”, “importance’,
“insignificance”, “intensity”, “noise”, “vital-
ity, “suddenness”, “publicity”, “discus-
sion”.

The results of quantitative calculations
demonstrate, that political representatives
of English speaking society provide prior-
ity within the meaning of CRISIS the fol-
lowing additional functional characteris-
tics: as the duration (Am 15,30% - Br
10,04%), the complexity (Am 7,62% - Br
3,56%), location (Am 3,38% - Br 2,74%),
scalability (Am 4,70% - Br 1,10%), axio-
logical feature - negativity (Am 2.91% -
Br 3.92%), completeness (Am 10,32% -
Br 13.50%), cooperation (Am 9,53% - Br
10,40%), variety (Am 5,29% - Br 2,29%),
quantity (Am 29 3,55% - Br 2,83%), dura-
tion (Am 5,73% -Br 1,20%).

A frame modeling of the concept
UKRAINIAN CRISIS is represented by

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the concept of SUBJECT and OBJECT
OF CRISIS, in the form of PERSON /
PERSONS, COUNTRIES, ORGANIZA-
TIONS, OBJECTS AND PHENOMENA.
In the frame model of the concept
UKRAINIAN CRISIS are allocated the
next slots as SUCH, THERE (place),
THEN (time). Actions of THE SUBJECT
OF CRISIS are carried out through THE
INSTRUMENT or ASSISTANT in such a
way: PHYSICAL IMPACTS and THE
THREAT to use of PHYSICAL FORCE
due to CERTAIN REASONS.

The concept as a mental unit can be
described through the analysis of means
of its linguistic expression, because it is a
verbalized cognitive structure, lexical or
idiomatic verbalized formation. As for the
formation of language units for the ex-
pression of the concept, correspondents
also do not have the identical means. It
may be inappropriate, because each word,
each phrase or sentence reveals the theme
of Ukrainian crisis more clearly, thus en-
riching the understanding of what is hap-
pening in Ukraine. So, verbal representa-
tion of the concept UKRAINIAN CRISIS
is performed by means of primary and
secondary nominations.

The expression of primary nomina-
tion of the concept UKRAINIAN CRISIS
includes linguistic units of concepts
ECONOMIC CRISIS (recession, down-
turn, slump), POLITICAL CRISIS (politi-
cal elite, change of government, “true revo-
lution”, mass demonstrations, catastrophe,
trouble, difficulty), military terms(anti-
terrorist operation, fighting, battle, stand-
off, war, to fight) i neutral words(unrest,
problem, hardship, recent events, conflict).

Each of these lexemes is used in its direct
meaning according to the dictionary.
They are used to a statement of facts, spe-
cific name of things and events without
any exaggerations and reinterpreted.

The secondary nomination means of
verbalization were analyzed from the ar-
tistic point of view. It was necessary to
understand the transformation of words’
meaning. There are such examples in this
work as: fight, war (“Cold War», Putin’s
irregular, war, civil war, a war of words,
information war, guerrilla war), impasse,
standoff, chaos, coup,to be in turmoil, like
a movie set, like World War II, like the
apocalypse; dangerous double game, politi-
cal upheavals, hell. The abovementioned
lexemes were submitted in English media
in the form of metaphors, metonymies,
comparisons, hyperboles, in order to
highlight the events with the artistic point
of view.

The results of analysis of discursive
fragments of metaphorical nomination
show, that the subjects of English linguo-
culture, except PERSON, examines the
crisis in terms, which are about identical
entities, PLANTS/ ANIMALS/ NATU-
RAL PHENOMENA/ NATURAL ELE-
MENT/ NATURAL PHENOMENA /
NATURAL INANIMATE ARTIFACTS/
MATERIAL OBJECT / OBJECT OF
CREATION / PHYSICAL PHENOME-
NON / SOCIAL PHENOMENON /
SUBSTANCE / GAME.

Linguocognitive peculiarities of meta-
phorical nomination of the concept
UKRAINIAN CRISIS reflect its interpre-
tation by representatives of English-
speaking media, indicate the assimilation

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of the concept UKRAINIAN to such es-
sences as HUMAN BEING - ENEMY /
HANGMAN / AGGRESSOR, TERRI-
TORY - A PRISON / CAPTIVITY,
CRIMEA, DONETSK, LUHANSK, SO-
CIAL PHENOMENA - ECONOMIC,
POLITICAL CRISIS, POVERTY,
GAME - HYBRID WAR, DECEPTION.

The results and conclusions which we
obtained help deeply understand such cur-
rent issues of linguistics as relationship
between language and thought, language
and society in their historical perspective.

The prospect of further research is to
identify the means of nomination of other

relations, structuring the concept
UKRAINIAN CRISIS.

The importance of green, environmentally friendly development of the countries par-
ticipating in the project One Belt, One Road (another project name - Silk Road) is con-
sidered in the article. The level of ‘green development” in these countries are analyzed
through statistics on the carbon dioxide emissions index and the fertilizer use index in
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agriculture. The indicators in the project countries are compared with other world coun-
tries (data from 2000-2015 was used), the forecast for the future trends of the green de-
velopment of the countries included in the One Belt, One Road project is proposed.

The analysis of research of green, environmentally friendly development of the coun-
tries participating in the One Belt, One Road project shows that there is there is little re-
search of work on this issue. Valuable for science is the work of Xu Jinhua, who researched
Chindg’s green energy cooperation, and Wang Jiang, who analyzed the level of green devel-
opment in the One Belt, One Road.

In general, the proposed research presents two main indicators for conducting a pre-
liminary analysis of the «green» development of the world: carbon dioxide emissions per
unit of GDP (kg / unit of GDP) and fertilizer consumption (kg / ha).

It should be concluded that building a global «green» development is a guarantee for a
clean and beautiful world. The results of the research indicates that the current fertilizer use
index for the One Belt, One Road countries are currently higher than the world average,
instead, the difference between the carbon dioxide emissions index in the participating
countries and the world average is decreasing. In addition, both of these indices are higher

in the current participating countries than in the 71 first participating countries.

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Successful functioning of banking en-
tities is possible due to the availability of
appropriate material, technical, financial,
human resources and other resources. An
important part of this list is the organiza-
tional documents that facilitate the work
and information resources that banks can
distribute and receive. Documents, data,
metrics, and so forth in the documents
allow you to consolidate management ac-
tions, give them legal status, establish
certain rules, approve instructions, etc.

Important studies in determining the
organization of banking institutions have
done O.V. Vasyurenko, Y.S. Zavadsky, T.V.
Osovskaya, 0.0. Yushkevich,
Y.I. Onishchenko. The management and
regulation of the banking system is cov-
ered in the works of the authors:
0O.D. Vovchak, V.L. Kleoba, R.L. Kleoba,
A.V. Smirnov. The issues of documenting
banking transactions were considered by
V.N. Borovsky, V.P. Pradun, R.V. Druzin,
G.I. Splyak. Nevertheless, the analysis of
scientific opinion shows that the afore-
mentioned reconnaissance considered
only certain aspects of the use of docu-

ments and information resources for the
organization of banking institutions. Ac-
tually, that is why our research is rele-
vant — a detailed study of the specifics of
the use of constituent documents.

The purpose of the scientific article
is to ascertain the importance of certain
types of documents and information re-
sources for the effective functioning of
banking institutions.

As we examine the organization of
banks’ activities, we want to consider
what documents are used to manage them
and what information resources financial
institutions must operate in order to be
successful.

According to the law on banking [1;
2], one of the basic organizational docu-
ments of a banking institution is the char-
ter. The document contains a set of rules
governing the organization and proce-
dure of the bank, its relations with stake-
holders, the rights and responsibilities of
governing agency. Thus, in accordance
with the Law of Ukraine “On Banks and
Banking” dated 21.12.2000 Ne 2121-IIT (as
amended) [2], the statute must contain
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information on the full and abbreviated
name of the bank, its location and the le-
gal form. The charter also defines the ac-
tivities that the bank intends to carry out,
on which the structure of management,
governing agency, their powers and the
decision-making procedure depend.

Considering that the statute defines
the further activity of a banking institu-
tion related primarily to financial re-
sources, it is necessary to indicate in this
document the size and the procedure of
formation of the authorized capital of the
bank, types of bank shares, their nominal
value, forms of issue (documentary or no
documentary) the number of shares that
the shareholders buy (Article 16, Item 3,
Paragraph 5 of the Law). The importance
of the statute for the organization of the
bank’s work lies in the fact that it provides
the procedure for carrying out inspec-
tions for compliance with legal provi-
sions.

An equally important organizational
aspect of the statute is that the document
provides for the procedure for reorganiza-
tion and liquidation of a bank: this is how
the principle of a unified approach to all
banking institutions is enshrined at the
legislative level. Undoubtedly, the statute
lays the foundation for organizing the
work of the bank’s governing agency.
However, the specific requirements for
the governing agency and their impact on
the work of the bank are set out in sepa-
rate documents on these agencies — provi-
sions. According to the Laws of Ukraine
“On Banks and Banking” [2], “On Joint
Stock Companies” [1], the structure of
management of cooperative and joint-

stock banks with non-state ownership
must consist of a general meeting of
shareholders (participants), a senior ex-
ecutive (board, directorate), the Supervi-
sory (Audit Committee, Supervisory
Board) agency. Therefore, each bank must
develop provisions for these agencies: the
General Shareholders Meeting Regula-
tions, the Regulations on the Board, the
Regulations on the Supervisory Board,
the Regulations on Corporate Gover-
nance, and the Regulations on the Audit
Committee and so on. Banks that have
separate subdivisions (branches) develop
separate provisions for them. The regula-
tions also regulate the operations of the
Bank’s operating departments — person-
nel department, accounting department,
marketing department, etc.

Another document that executes the
process of the bank’s work uses it with
investments, customers, partners, and
rules of business etiquette - the code of
corporate ethics. Typically, corporate
codes follow the ethical formulas of doing
business and doing their jobs. These goals
were proposed to support customer ser-
vice ethics. In a coded bank, they spell out
their mission and consolidate corporate
capabilities that are focused on personal
reality, working for questionable research
that is done in front of customers, busi-
ness partners and shareholders of the
bank.

The Code of Conduct for Ethics estab-
lishes the Bank’s core relationships with
customers, business partners, authorities,
competitors and employees of the Bank.
The Code of Conduct Code applies to all
workplaces, regardless of position, using

In order to keep afloat in
this system, given its volatile nature, the
management of banks needs to qualita-
tively organize not only internal work but
also use external information resources.
The external information needed to for-
mulate effective banking policies and gov-
ernance can be obtained through the fol-

lowing methods: questionnaires, media
monitoring and official sources (such as
public authorities, etc.).

Therefore, in order to effectively man-
age a banking institution, it is important
to combine the organizational documents
that coordinate the work of banks and the
information resources that their banks
distribute and receive. Documented in-
formation, data, metrics allow you to
consolidate management actions, give
them legal status, introduce certain rules,
instructions, etc. At the present stage,
banks need to pay attention not only to
internal organizational processes, but also
to use the latest information technologies
to facilitate communication.
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Effective management of insurance
activity in the conditions of economic
modernization is reflected and assessed
in the socio-economic and general per-
formance indicators of insurance organi-
zations.

sence of insurance marketing is that the
production and service of an insurance
product is of course to the consumer,
the ability to produce demand for the
insurance market.

As a result of the analysis, the suc-
cess of insurance companies in improv-
ing the marketing system. As a result,
the share of voluntary insurance in total
payments increased by 9.5% to 84.5%.
The share of compulsory insurance pay-
ments made 15.5%. As a result, by the
end of 2018, market insolvency of in-

surance premiums (ratio of insurance
premiums to insurance premiums) sta-
bilized at 28.2%. In 2017,the figure rose
from 18.8% to 29.1%.

In particular, the rate of loss for volun-
tary insurance decreased by 0.78 points
and amounted to 28.4%, while for com-
pulsory insurance this figure decreased by
1.8 points and made 27.1%. Experts have
not revealed any more specific cases of
market losses, given the market loss rate.

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The future development of insurance
marketing, according to experts, should
be the restructuring of the insurance busi-
ness in such a way that the production
process and the insurance product itself
will be determined based on marketing
research. In the most perfect insurance
market, almost all the products of organi-
zations are sold through insurance bro-
kers. In most cases, brokers on the na-
tional insurance market offer their ser-
vices to large corporations.
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Insurance companies are a powerful
financial instrument that plays an impor-
tant role in ensuring the country’s social,
economic and environmental security. In
developed countries, insurance represents
a complex system that supports all areas
of social and economic life, business suc-
cess, economic stability and material wel-
fare. A study of world experience showed
that state and private organizations, com-
mercial and non-profit organizations
have the highest level of protection of the
population in the system of social risks
insurance. A distinctive feature of the in-
surance market in Uzbekistan is its rapid
development.

The upper limit of the cost of insur-
ance services is determined by the amount
of demand and the percentage of the
bank. The insurance organization can
keep the cost of this service at a sufficient
level when there is sufficient demand for
a particular type of insurance. However,
over time, with the increase in the types of

insurance services on the market, the tar-
iff rates will automatically decrease.

The insurance market as an integral
part of the financial market should con-
tribute to the sustainable development of
the economy, the establishment of part-
nership relations, protection of the rights
and legitimate interests of population and
business entities as a reliable partner and
gain the confidence of professional par-
ticipants of the insurance market. It has a
number of peculiarities related to the
conditions of economic development of
Uzbekistan and distinguishes it from for-
eign insurance markets.

In economically developed countries,
the insurance system is an integral part of
the international insurance market. It is
an important sector of the national econ-
omy and a major source of investments
from insurance companies.

There are two types of insurance compa-
nies in the United States: stock companies
and mutual insurance companies. Insur-
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ance companies offer three types of insur-
ance: trade (wide); property of citizens
(buildings, cars, etc.); personal (life and
health insurance, medicine, retirement, sav-
ings, etc.). The largest share in the United
States is personal insurance. It includes: life
insurance (death insurance, insurance for a
certain age); rent or pension insurance;
healthcare and accident insurance.

Today, insurance companies of Uz-
bekistan provide a wide range of insur-
ance services in the field of general insur-
ance and life insurance. The companies,
under their licenses, provide insurance
services according to voluntary and com-
pulsory insurance.

At the end of 2018, the insurance ser-
vices market in Uzbekistan has experi-
enced high growth rates. The analysis of
the insurance market for more in-depth
study was performed and some data were
compared.

According to the Ministry of Finance
of the Republic of Uzbekistan, in 2018,
there are three new insurance companies
operating in the country. As a result, the
number of insurance companies in the
Uzbek market reached 30. Two of the
three companies that entered the market
during the analyzed period were special-
ized in life insurance (Euroasia Life LLC
and Kafolat Hayot LLC), and one compa-
ny (Apex Insurance) operates in the field
of general insurance. Thus, by the end of
2018, there are 24 companies in the field
of general insurance and 6 companies in
the life insurance sector.

Thus, during the period under review,
the total insurance premiums collected by
insurance companies of the country grew
rapidly, reaching 1.6 trillion soums,
which is 76.3% more than in the previous
year. Given the inflation rate for 2018, the
real growth rate of insurance premiums is

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estimated at 62%. This number signifi-
cantly exceeded the country’s GDP
growth rate in 2018, which was 5.1%,
according to preliminary data.

In the period under review, the major-
ity of the total insurance market is volun-
tary insurance services. The highest
growth rates were observed in life insur-
ance types. By the end of 2018, premiums
on voluntary insurance types totaled
1.4 trillion soums, increased by 98 per-
cent from the previous year. At the same
time, premiums on compulsory insurance
types also showed a positive trend, but
the growth rate was only 13%. The vol-
ume of insurance premiums collected for
mandatory types of insurance amounted
to 263.5 billion sums.

Within insurance payments, there is
also an upward trend in the share of vol-
untary insurance types. In the reporting

period, the amount of payments of volun-
tary insurance types increased by 92%
and amounted to 389.3 billion soums.
The amount of compulsory insurance
payments grew by only 6%, and amount-
ed 71.5 billion sums.

In the insurance market infrastructure
there are also «side-by-side» surveyor and
dispatchers with emergency commission-
ers. Surveying is a special export, which is
the subject of inspection of insurance ob-
jects upon request of insurance organiza-
tion. It may also be used by the insurer to
inspect the facility. It should be noted that
it has some similarities and differences
with the emergency commissioner. In ad-
dition, the level of specialization of the
surveyor is usually higher than the acci-
dent commissioner. That is why even the
emergency commissioner sometimes uses
the services of a surveyor.
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As a result, the share of voluntary in-
surance in total payments increased by
9.5% to 84.5%. The share of compulsory
insurance payments made 15.5%. As a
result, by the end of 2018, harmlessness
of insurance premiums for the market
(ratio of insurance premiums to insurance
premiums) stabilized at 28.2%. In 2017,
this figure rose from 18.8% to 29.1%.

In particular, the rate of loss for volun-
tary insurance decreased by 0.78 points
and amounted to 28.4%, while the rate of
compulsory insurance decreased by
1.8 points to 27.1%. Experts, taking into
account the level of market losses, have
not revealed any more clearer cases of the
level of the market losses.

For more effective development of the
domestic insurance of market services, it
is necessary to accelerate the development
and acception of legislation governing the
activities of mutual insurance companies.
Insurance companies are always in need
of mutual insurance, regardless of the
quality of their insurance services. The
necessary way to increase the level of con-
fidence in the insurance services market
is to provide information transparency.
Like other financial institutions, insur-
ance companies are required to publish
financial reports. To sum up, our society

needs to protect its property and financial
interests in daily life, as well as carry out
various activities and implement socio-
economic programs. All of this can be
insured while receiving state support. The
need to improve the legislation in the area
of insurance services market regulation
will lead to many public discussions re-
lated to the insurance market, its promis-
ing areas of development and the concept
of its further functioning. Providing an
important component of the economy, an
important component of the economy in
the domestic market of insurance services
is a socio-economic task of the state.

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In our modern world with different
up-to-date technologies it is essential to
be accessible and flexible. This is the rea-
son why people move from one country
to another with the aim to get education,
to work, to travel, etc. They prefer to use
air transport because of its comfort, ve-
locity and safety. Nowadays it is also natu-
ral that children can travel by plane on
their own. So, the issue of rights and du-
ties of children on the board is relevant.
Every country has its own law about
transportation of children. In this paper
we will try to analyze Ukrainian and the
U.S. legislation that regulate the men-
tioned above.

In Ukraine, the children’s transporta-
tion by air is regulated by the Air Code of
Ukraine [1] and the Rules of air transpor-
tation and service of passengers and lug-
gage [2]. On the base of them, every avia-
tion company makes its own passenger
and luggage carriage rules.

For example, according to the men-
tioned rules of Private Stock Company
“Ukraine International Airlines” (UIA),
INF and CHD are considered to be chil-
dren in terms of carriage by air. INF who

at the date of departure of the flight is
under 2 years of age shall be carried with-
out a separate seat according to special
fares set by the airline. CHD who at the
date of departure of the flight are under
12 years of age shall be carried on a sepa-
rate seat according to special fares set by
the airline. Children can be carried both
accompanied and unaccompanied by an
adult passenger who is not less than
18 years old, subject to the following re-
quirements:

1) the category “child transported un-
accompanied” shall be assigned to chil-
dren aged from 5 to 14 years in case of
domestic transportation, and to children
aged from 5 to 16 in case of international
transportation; 2) children who travel
unaccompanied shall be accepted for
transportation after their parents or
guardians complete the relevant duly ex-
ecuted documents and make payment for
services as defined by the airline; 3) Age
of a child shall be determined as of the
date when the carriage commenced at the
airport of departure as specified in the
transportation document; 4) Children
who at the time of flight departure are
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under 5 years maybe not accepted for
transportation without accompanying
adults. Each adult passenger shall be en-
titled to carry with him/her only one in-
fant without a separate seat. Each adult
passenger shall be allowed to carry with
him/her no more than two infants - one
without a separate place, and the other
one on a separate seat, payment for such
transportation shall be in accordance
with fare set by the airline for transporta-
tion of children aged from 2 to 12 years.
The infant regarding whom they paid for
a separate seat should be carried in a car
seat to transport children, certified for use
in air transport. In cases where the pas-
senger doesn’t have the appropriate car
seat and fails to comply with the men-
tioned conditions, the airline shall have
the right to refuse transportation if the
infant in a separate seat. Passengers with
INF shall be provided with seats equipped
with an additional oxygen mask [3].

In the USA if a child travels alone, you
should make such preparations: 1) Con-
tact the airline well in advance; 2) Most
airlines offer “unaccompanied minor”
service; 3) Depending on your child’s age,
this service may be mandatory; 4) Chil-
dren below a certain age (usually 5 years
old) might not be allowed to travel alone;
5) Older kids might be limited to nonstop
or “through” flights depending on their
age; 6) Children above a certain age may
not be eligible for unaccompanied-minor
service; 7) Airlines generally charge a sub-
stantial fee for unaccompanied-minor
service [4].

In conclusion, it is possible to say that
Ukrainian and American laws about the

transportation of kids have more common
features. The same is that children in these
countries cannot travel alone under the age
of five years old; airlines usually ask for
extra fee for unaccompanied-minor ser-
vice; INF who at the date of departure of
the flight is under 2 years of age shall be
carried without a separate seat according
to special fares set by the airline. The dif-
ference depends on the law of a country
about the State Program on Civil Aviation
Safety. To our mind, the Law about the
Transportation of children is well created.
It foresees all possible situations that may
occur. The problem is that not all airlines
follow these rules, especially in Ukraine.
So, the government should control the
implementation of these rules to provide
safety to all passengers.
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Entrepreneurial activity of joint stock
companies (common stock companies)
was widespread in pre-revolutionary Rus-
sia. Creation and activity of business as-
sociations in Russia was first settled by
the decree of Peter I of October 27, 1699
“On the Assembly of merchants, as in
other states, trading companies..”. With
the adoption of the manifesto of January
1, 1807 “On the gifted merchants new
benefits, differences, advantages and new
ways to strengthen and expand trading
enterprises” was legally enshrined the
possibility of creating several varieties of
trade enterprises: a complete partnership,
which was to unite entrepreneurs, com-
rades partnerships on faith, which com-
bined the participation of “comrades” and
“contributors”, as well as partnerships on
polling stations - an analogue of modern
joint stock company.

Further development of the legal regu-
lation of the activities of joint-stock com-
panies and a significant increase in their
number are associated with the publica-
tion of the Regulations on companies in
polling stations, or companies on shares
of December 6, 1836 and X" book of the
Code of Laws of the Russian Empire. At
the end of 1917 there were 2,990 joint
stock companies in Russia with a total
capital of 6,641.3 million rubles. [2]. De-

spite the extremely high level of develop-
ment of civilistic thought and legal tech-
nique of pre-revolutionary Russia, the
general concept of a legal entity has not
acquired its legislative foothold in the
Russian Empire.

The proclamation in 1917 of the Sovi-
et authorities led to a gradual restriction,
and subsequently to the complete eradica-
tion of joint-stock enterprise. First, by the
Decree of the Central Executive Commit-
tee of December 14, 1917, the state mo-
nopoly was declared in banking and all
commercial banks and credit institutions
were nationalized, control over the rest of
the joint-stock companies over their ac-
tivities was established, the companies
were obliged to inform the State Bank
about the state of its cash and reporting.
Soon, on June 28, 1918, referring to the
need to combat economic turmoil, the
Bolsheviks announced a large-scale na-
tionalization of large enterprises of lead-
ing industries. [3, pp. 5-6]. The policy of
“war communism’, which took place in
the Soviet republics over the following
years, completely excluded the existence
of joint-stock enterprise.

Establishment of joint-stock entrepre-
neurship in the USSR becomes possible
only in the process of transition of the
Soviet republics to the new economic
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policy. The decree of the RNA of the RS-
FSR of 23.11.1920 provided for the possi-
bility of accelerating the process of resto-
ration of the productive forces of the
country through the involvement of for-
eign state and communal institutions,
private enterprises, joint stock companies,
cooperatives and workers’ organizations
[4]. The provisions of the Decree were
subject to direct application in the terri-
tory of the Ukrainian SSR in accordance
with the resolution of All-Ukrainian revo-
lution committee of January 27, 1920 “On
Combining the Activities of the Ukraini-
an SSR and the RSFSR’.

During the Xth Congress of the RCP
(b) on March 8-16, 1921, in Moscow, in
addition to the question of replacing the
food distribution with a food tax, the is-
sue of “the capitalist environment” was
discussed, that is, the relations of the So-
viet republics with the capitalist coun-
tries, first of all, England and Germany.
Following the outcome of the Xth Con-
gress of the RCP (b), a resolution was ap-
proved that the possibility of new treaty-
based relations between the Soviet repub-
lic and the capitalist countries should be
used primarily to restore the republic’s
productive forces.

The first Soviet joint-stock company,
whose charter was approved on February
1, 1922, became the Joint Stock Company
of domestic and export trade in leather
raw materials “Kozhsyre”. The founders of
the company were the People’s Commis-
sariat of Foreign Trade, the High Council
of National Economy, the Central Union,
as well as the entrepreneurs P.B. Steinberg
and V.I. Tomingas. At the time of adop-

tion of this charter, Soviet legislation did
not yet contain rules governing the crea-
tion and operation of joint stock compa-
nies, so this charter was subsequently
used as a typical model for the founding
of many other companies [3, p.12].

The creation and activities of the first
Soviet economic associations were inex-
tricably linked to the desire of the Soviet
authorities to attract foreign capital to re-
build the Soviet economy. On February
15, 1922, a Commission on Mixed Socie-
ties was formed under the Labor and De-
fense Council (hereinafter referred to as
the RPO), which considered proposals for
the establishment of state-owned trade,
industrial and credit unions, as well as
joint stock companies of all types. Shortly
after the RNA Decree of April 4, 1922,
“On the Establishment of the Main Com-
mittee on Concession and Joint Stock
Companies under the RPO’, the powers
to review and develop government rec-
ommendations for approving draft con-
cessions and statutes of joint stock com-
panies were vested in the General Con-
cession.

The question of the expediency of us-
ing joint stock companies with foreign
capital in foreign trade during the recon-
struction period is also a matter of discus-
sion at the XI" RCP Congress (b). The
urgency of this issue was explained by the
impossibility of establishing private ex-
port-import concessions due to the mo-
nopoly of foreign trade and the need to
establish trade relations with foreign
countries. Interest of the Soviet authori-
ties in the joint stock companies of that
time Yul. Kuhn explains that the way
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these societies are managed on a parity
basis has made it possible to prevent the
infringement of state interests. The meth-
od of capital accumulation was also ad-
vantageous for the state. The capital was
formed by contributions from the state
and capitalist entrepreneurs, with the
government owning 51% of all shares.
The government was responsible for the
results of economic and economic activi-
ties of companies, including losses, losses,
downtime, etc. [5, p.56].

Speaking at the XI" Congress of the
RCP (b), V.I. Lenin argued that they were
superior and mutually advantageous
compared to other state capitalist forms of
economy, considering them in the pres-
ence of a foreign trade monopoly as the
only possible link between foreign capital
and the Soviet economy. Direct manage-
ment of the organization in the territory
of the USSR mixed joint-stock compa-
nies, in foreign trade, as well as the devel-
opment of issues of joint stocking of its
separate industries within the limits al-
lowed by the laws and regulations of the
USSR, relied on the Commissioner of the
USSR Commissariat of Commerce at the
USCR Council of People’s Committees.

On June 23, 1922, the Ukrainian Eco-
nomic Council approved the charter of a
limited liability company called “Yu-
gotrav”. The founders of the company
were the Commissioner of the People’s
Commissariat of Internal Trade and the
Ukrainian Council of National Economy,
who distributed 200 shares among them-
selves, while the next 100 shares could be
distributed among the invited enterprises,
institutions and individuals. S.N. Land-

koff rightly notes the presence of the
company signs of a joint-stock company
and explains that the form and name of
the company, as well as the content of its
charter are explained by the absence of
the Civil Code of the Ukrainian SSR at
that time [6, p. 27-28].

With the approval of the RSESR RPO
Temporary Rules on the Procedure for Ap-
proval and Opening of Joint Stock Com-
panies and the Liability of Founders and
Members of the Board (hereinafter re-
ferred to as “Temporary Rules”), the pro-
cedure for registration of joint stock com-
panies and the requirements for their
constituent documents were finally settled
on August 1, 1922. The provisional rules
required the presence of at least five found-
ers who were required to sign the charter
of the company, the mandatory approval
of the charter by a decree of the RPO, the
publication of the charter in the Legislative
Assembly and the orders of the Workers’
and Peasants’ Government. The charter,
according to the Temporary Rules, should
specify the purpose and subject of activity
of the company, its name, location of the
board, term of activity of the company (if
established for a definite term), size and
procedure of formation of fixed capital
(not less than 100,000 gold ruble), nomi-
nal price and the procedure for payment of
shares, the governing bodies of a joint-
stock company and their competence
(general meeting, board, audit committee,
board), reporting procedure, dividend dis-
tribution procedure and formation of re-
serve capital.

The Provisional Rules of 01.08.1922
obliged the founders to retain, as a whole,

at least 1/10 of the issued shares without
the right to alienate them until approval
of the report for the second operating
year. The founders were also jointly and
severally liable for one year from the date
of registration of the company both be-
fore the company and to individual share-
holders for the losses caused to the com-
pany. Such liability could, in particular, be
incurred if the losses were caused by false
information in the subscription letters,
announcement of subscription or in the
calculations presented at the general
meeting relating to the amount of remu-
neration paid to them and the cost of es-
tablishing the company or valuation of
the property transferred to the company
by the founders.

Pursuant to Clause 8 of the Provi-
sional Rules, a joint-stock company, from
the date of its registration, was recognized
as a legal entity and had the right to pur-
chase and dispose of all legal means of any
kind, carry out transactions and acts,
conclude contracts, sue and answer in
court from its own the name. However, at
the time of the approval of these Provi-
sional Rules, Soviet legislation did not yet
contain the concept of a legal entity. Ac-
cording to A.S. Ioffe, his real manifesta-
tion on any significant scale, this institute
could not get as long as the process of re-
placement of commodity-money rela-
tions by a system of direct centralized
distribution continued. But as soon as it
gave way to the opposite process, so the
civil personality of the latter, enshrined in
addition to certain normative acts, in the
general rules of the first Soviet civil codes,
is put forward among the most significant

and significant problems of Soviet civilis-
tic theory. [7, p.298].

With the adoption of the Civil Code of
the USSR on December 16, 1922, the con-
cept of a legal entity and certain types of
companies were finally legislated. Legal
entities recognized associations of per-
sons, institutions or organizations that, as
such, could acquire rights and property,
enter into obligations, sue and prosecute.
The legal entity had to have a statute or
regulation approved by the authorized
body. The types of companies, defined by
law, for the purpose of economic purpos-
es, could have instead of the statute a
partnership agreement, registered in the
prescribed manner. The legal capacity of a
legal entity arose from the moment of ap-
proval of the statute (provision), and in
cases where the law required the registra-
tion of the legal entity - from the moment
of such registration.

Joint-stock company was the most
complex form of business among all pro-
vided by the Civil Code of the Ukrainian
SSR. According to Art. 322 of the Civil
Code of the USSR was established under
a special name or firm with fixed capital,
divided into a certain number of equal
parts (shares) and for the liability of
which was responsible only the property
of the company.

For the founding of joint-stock com-
panies, a permit procedure was intro-
duced, which required the approval of the
charter by the higher bodies of state
power; a joint-stock company acquired
the rights of a legal entity only from the
moment of registration in a specially es-
tablished order. The founding of a joint-
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stock company allowed all unlimited in-
dividuals in their legal capacity, as well as
legal entities that, according to the laws of
civilians, can acquire rights and property,
enter into obligations, be sued and answer
in court Founders of joint-stock compa-
nies could also be Drugs, local Soviets of
Workers, Peasants to the Red Army Dep-
uties, as well as state-owned enterprises
transferred at the beginning of the eco-
nomic settlement, but were not allowed to
be founders of establishments and enter-
prises located at public supply.

The joint stock company was founded
on the basis of the charter, which was sub-
mitted by the founders through the Main
Committee on Concession and Joint Stock
Companies for approval by the Ukrainian
Economic Council, and in the case of
granting a concession - for approval by the
Council of People’s Commissars. The stat-
ute of the joint-stock company, submitted
for approval by the government, was to be
signed by at least five founders.

Requirements for the content of the
charter of the joint-stock company gener-
ally followed the content of the Provi-
sional Rules of August 1, 1922, along with
the requirement for the presence in the
charter of resolutions concerning the con-
vening of the general meeting, their rights
and voting rights of shareholders, as well
as the procedure for termination of the
company’s activity. The statute of a joint-
stock company was allowed to include
other provisions that are not contrary to
the law. The share capital of a joint-stock
company could not be below 100,000 gold
rubles, and the share price was not lower
than 100 gold rubles. Resolution of the

Ukrainian Economic Council on approval
of the charter of a joint-stock company
according to Art. 325 of the Civil Code of
the USSR was subject to publication in
the News of the All-Ukrainian Executive
Committee (VUTsVK), and the charter
itself was published in the Assembly of
laws and orders of the Workers’ and Peas-
ants’ Government of Ukraine.

The filing of the application for regis-
tration of a joint-stock company was to be
preceded by two general meetings of
shareholders - preliminary and founding.
If the founding general meeting of share-
holders recognized the company as hav-
ing taken place, the board was obliged to
submit an application for registration of
the company immediately to the Main
Committee on Concessions and Joint
Stock Companies at the Ukrainian Eco-
nomic Council. The joint-stock company
from the day of its registration was recog-
nized as a legal entity and had the right,
within the limits specified in the charter
of its purpose, to acquire and dispose of
all legal means of various kinds of prop-
erty not removed from circulation, to
perform transactions and acts, to con-
clude contracts, to file claims and to an-
swer in court on your own behalf. The
statutes of joint stock companies were
considered and approved by the Ukraini-
an Economic Council (UEN) and then
registered in the People’s Commissariat of
the Ukrainian SSR. The law obliged all
joint-stock companies (regardless of own-
ership) to annually publish in the press
their balance sheets and activity reports,
and established criminal liability for vio-
lation of this requirement.
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Prior to the publication of the registra-
tion of the company, the founders of the
company had the right to make all neces-
sary transactions and contracts on behalf
of the joint-stock company, but according
to Article.339 of the Civil Code of the
Ukrainian SSR, the founders were subject
to joint and several liability before the
contractors, unless these transactions
were approved or agreed with the general
ones. for the foundation of the partner-
ship, or one az the next meeting within six
months from the date of registration of
the partnership. The joint and several lia-
bility of the founders could also take place
during the year from the date of registra-
tion of the company both to the company
and to individual shareholders for the
damages. In particular, according to Art.
340 of the Civil Code of the Ukrainian
SSR, such liability occurred when the
losses were caused by false information in
the signatures, announcements and sub-
scriptions or submitted to the general
meeting of calculations relating to the
amount of their remuneration for work
and expenses for founding the company
or valuation of the property transferred to
the company by the founders. The mem-
bers of the Board and the Audit Commit-
tee, who were negligent in checking the
actions of the founders, were held jointly
and severally liable to the company, indi-
vidual shareholders and creditors of the
company for the damage they had caused,
if they could not be recovered from the
founders.

The bodies of a joint-stock company
were: a) the general meeting of sharehold-
ers, b) the board, ¢) the audit committee,

and d) the board, if so provided by the
charter of the company. The General
Meeting of Shareholders was recognized
as having taken place if they were attend-
ed by owners of at least one third of the
share capital. Decisions at the general
meeting were made by a simple majority
of votes cast by shareholders. At the same
time, the issue of change of charter, in-
crease or decrease of share capital, termi-
nation and liquidation of affairs of a
company, issue of a bond loan, merger of
a company with other joint-stock compa-
nies could only be resolved by a two-
thirds majority of the votes cast, if at the
same time the general meeting was share-
holders representing at least half of the
share capital. Decisions to change the ar-
ticles of association, if they changed the
purpose of the company, could be adopt-
ed by a majority of four-fifths, provided
that at least three-fourths of the share
capital was represented at the meeting.

The board of directors of a joint-stock
company should consist of at least three
members (directors) and from 1 to 3 can-
didates to them, who were elected by the
general meeting for a term of not more
than three years from among the share-
holders or by outsiders. Directors and
candidates to them could not be persons
sentenced by the court to deprivation of
the right to enter public service during
the period of such sentence.

The Board manages the affairs of the
company and is its representative both in
court and in relations with government
bodies and with all other persons in all its
affairs. The members of the board of di-
rectors were to receive remuneration for
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their work, which was determined by the
charter or general meeting. Board mem-
bers should exercise due diligence in the
performance of their duties. They are lia-
ble for the losses caused by the breach of
their duties as joint and several debtors to
the company, and in the event of the lat-
ter’s failure, to the creditors of the com-
pany and to individual shareholders.

On the audit commission of the joint-
stock company according to Art. 360 Cen-
tral Committee of the USSR relied on
checking the annual report of the board,
treasury and property of the company in
terms, ways and means, at its discretion,
preliminary consideration of all kinds of
estimates and plans of the company for
the next year and in general audit of all
the record keeping, accounting and re-
porting of the company. one year and
consisted of three or more shareholders.
A minority of shareholders representing
at least one-tenth of the share capital had
the right to request the election of one
member of the audit committee among
them.

The approval of the Commissariat at
the RNA of the USSR in November 1923 by
the charter of the Kharkiv Trade and In-
dustrial Society “Commodity-Credit”
started the establishment of the first in the
USSR a unitary trade and industrial enter-
prise, in which only private capital partici-
pated. It was sponsored by private entre-
preneurs and the Kharkiv Mutual Credit
Society (TCE). Fixed capital amounted to
100 thousand carb. gold, was crushed into
shares “Commodity-credit” had to con-
duct mainly commission operations, lend-
ing to its customers [14, p.18].

Considering the conditions of creation
and activity of joint-stock companies in
the period of the new economic policy, it
can be concluded that the Soviet state
made every effort to retain considerable
leverage on the economic entities. About
this Yu.P. Volosnyk and M.Yu. Onatsky
rightly points out that the Soviet state,
while seeking to control spontaneous en-
trepreneurial activity as one of the ways of
regulating entrepreneurship, intended to
use the process of capitalization, while
pursuing fiscal goals. On the other hand,
in the early years of NEP, the process of
emergence of private joint-stock compa-
nies was proceeding at a very slow pace,
primarily because of the biased and even
suspicious attitude of representatives of
different levels of government to this en-
trepreneurial form of merging private
capital. Therefore, in Ukraine in
1925/26 there were only 5, in 1926/27 - 4,
on May 1, 1928 - 8, on October 1,
1928 -10, and in early 1929 - 41 private
joint stock company. [8, p.19].

In addition to its own joint-stock com-
panies, during the period of the new eco-
nomic policy, Ukrainian subsidiaries of
mixed joint-stock companies within the
Russian-German Trade Joint-Stock Com-
pany (Rosnimtorg), Russian-Austrian
Trade Company (Rosavstorg), and Rus-
sian-Austrian-affiliated Companies West-
Eastern Commodity Exchange. The Soviet
government provided for a corresponding
right to establish a Main Board in Moscow
and branches in large cities, so during the
years 1923-1924 the central boards of un-
ion mixed joint-stock companies opened
their Ukrainian branches in Kharkiv.
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In the late 1920s, the Soviet govern-
ment significantly increased its regula-
tory influence on the creation and opera-
tion of private joint stock companies.
First of all, this was manifested in the
activities of the Ukrainian People’s Com-
missariat of Commerce, which begins to
limit the scope of activity, markets and
the level of prices for products of private
joint stock companies. Restrictions im-
posed by the Soviet authorities on the
activities of private joint stock compa-
nies led to a significant deterioration of
their position. The introduction of ex-
traordinary management practices in
connection with the preparation for in-
dustrialization led to the cessation of
private joint stock companies during
1928-1930. Yu. P. Volosnyk and M.Yu.
Onatsky noted that many Kharkiv joint-
stock companies remained large tax
debtors before the state. [8, p. 21].

Summarizing the above, we can con-
clude that the transition of the Ukrainian
SSR to a new economic policy according
to the decisions of the Xth Congress of the
RCP (b) opened the way for the renewal
of private business initiative. The Soviet
authorities in Ukraine, seeking ways to
restore productive forces through the in-
volvement of foreign state and communal
institutions, private enterprises, joint
stock companies, cooperatives and work-
ers’ organizations, were forced to provide
legislative regulation of the creation and
activity of new economic entities in the
short term. The first Soviet joint-stock
company Kozhsyre, whose charter was
approved in early 1922, was based on con-
tractual principles and pursued the goal

of foreign trade renewal in the absence of
proper legal regulation.

By permitting the creation and opera-
tion of joint-stock companies under the
Provisional Rules on the Procedure for
Approval and Opening of Joint-Stock
Company Actions and the Responsibili-
ties of the Founders and Members of the
Board and Norms of the Civil Code of the
USSR, the Soviet authorities tried to solve
several problems at once. First, to provide
for the possibility of setting up joint-stock
companies, in which the authorities had
to retain the leading role, while maintain-
ing the state monopoly on foreign trade.
Second, to put under state control sponta-
neous entrepreneurial activity.

Joint-stock companies, unlike other
companies, which were envisaged by the
Civil Code of the Ukrainian SSR, were
characterized by the presence of fixed
(permanent) capital, which is divided into
a certain number of equal parts (shares or
shares), the owners of which are responsi-
ble for the affairs of the company solely
within the size of their participation in
the shares or units in the company and
have no additional property liability. The
shareholders’ property under the Civil
Code of the USSR differed from the prop-
erty of the joint-stock company, relieving
shareholders from the recovery of debts
for the company’s debts, but this did not
prevent the Soviet authorities from forci-
bly collecting tax debt from the share-
holders and heads of the companies in the
process of 1928-1930.

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Documents are used in almost all
spheres of human life, is necessary to de-
termine the validity of certain processes,
and the availability of information to de-
fine the veracity of a fact. Legal transla-
tion refers to the translation of docu-
ments or texts in the scope of jurispru-
dence that serve as a way of exchanging
legal information between people who
speak different languages. Legal transla-
tion is a very difficult form of translation,
since all documents in this direction are
legal in nature, and law is an integral part
of the social, political and cultural life of
the state. Legal translation requires reli-
ability, accuracy, timeliness, truthfulness
in order to convey information clearly
and establish the information contact
with the person who directly receives the
information.

In many cases, the task of a translator
is not only to understand the content of
the text, but also to convey it correctly,
taking into account the intricacies of us-
ing legal terms. The translator must clear-
ly understand each clause of the contract,
must know in which cases to apply certain
legal terms. Sometimes, drafting a con-
tract, the translator must work in tandem

with a lawyer. However, in our opinion, a
lawyer should be fluent in foreign lan-
guage and invite a professional translator
only when it is really necessary, since the
fate of the person directly depends on the
correct translation of the text, court pro-
ceedings, investigations, procedural deci-
sions, etc.

The main difficulties of legal transla-
tion are:

1. Absence of direct equivalents of
structural units of the text, typical for one
language in another.

2. Differences between certain English
terms that are translated into Ukrainian
only by a phrase or even in the descrip-
tion process.

3. The translation of documents, per-
taining to the scope of law ,should be in-
formative mainly for the user and have a
clear and accessible presentation of the
material.

4. Deviation from the structural con-
tent of the text is possible only if it is im-
possible to convey the contents of the
document otherwise.

5. The inability and lack of subjects
specific features of “legal language”

6. The need to know how to convey
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the individual words and phrases in the
text, in their original meaning, or in
translation.

According to Zueva L.V, in connection
with the bilingual orientation, active legal
vocabulary that is given in the classes of
legal English with the translation into the
Ukrainian language of neutral, idiomatic
and terminological meanings relevant to
students of a certain scope of preparation.
Idiomatic expressions are singled out. In
this case, the acquisition and consolida-
tion of vocabulary is carried out in the
tasks of multiple choice, correlation with
the definition and the English-Ukrainian
and Ukrainian-English translation. It is
the bilingualism in the presentation and
work on vocabulary that provides a com-
parison of the volumes of meaning in
both languages and reveal the national
specificity of the lexical unit. For the unity
of legal terminology, it is necessary that
the same term is consistently used in the
notation in the normative text of a certain
concept, and that different terms are used
when denoting different, mismatching
concepts [2, p. 58].

According to A.B. Bushev’s research,
translating legal terminology in English
classes, such methods as descriptiveness,
transcription-transliteration, use of Eng-
lish, descriptive method in combination
with transliteration, Latin equivalence,
choice of equivalent are used. Thus, using
the speeches of the Supreme Court of the
United Kingdom as examples of authentic
texts in English lessons, one can distin-
guish groups of legal terms that relate to
the aforementioned methods of transla-
tion [3, p. 22]

For instance such words as «hijacking-
Kpagmixka» «kidnaping- Kpamixxka» «theft-
KpafiKka», «burglary- kpazixka »,
«pickpocketing-kpapgixxkka», «robbery-
Kpagbkka». In translation, all these words
are referred to as «theft». But internation-
ally, there are different types of thefts in
national law, and their qualifications are
different, respectively. In such cases, the
principle of “equivalence” must be ob-
served. Using that principle, the translator
can fully convey the content of the source
text. The source text of the document may
not only have the word “theft”, it may be a
protocol, a suspicion, an indictment
which, in addition to the qualification of
the offense, has a number of provisions
defined by law. According to that, the
lawyer or the translator can conclude
which crime was committed.

Descriptive translation, combined
with transliteration, provides a clear un-
derstanding or multiplicity of meanings
of lexical units, such as defamation, that
is, the disclosure of false information that
offends another person [1, p. 140];«Delin-
quency - TIpaBOIIOPYILIEHH:», «act of de-
linquent behavior- mpaBOMOPYILIEHHS,
«default-ipaBonopyuieHHs», «violation-
«offense-mpaBo-
HOPYIIEHHA», «debt-IpaBOIOpPyLICHH»
[1, p. 169]. The realities of British juris-
prudence are expressed in the Ukrainian
language and other transliteration:
«goodwill-006posuunusicmo», «the value
of the firm, including firm name-uassa
pipmu», «trademarks and customer base-
TOpProBe/nbHI Mapky Ta 6asza KIE€HTIB»
[2]; «absenteeism - mporymn» (1) the ab-
sence of the property owner,

IpaBONOPYIIEHH»,

non-
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attendance-tiporyr, (2) «refusal to partici-
pate in elections or attend meetings-
BifiMOBa Bif BifBizaHHs 360piB». In addi-
tion, you can consider the Latin
equivalence: assignor - IpuUCBO€eHHs; do-
minion - MaHyBaHHA, donor - HaJjaBelp,
-Bubopui, emancipation
-3BiIbHEHHA [4].

Therefore, it is advisable to help in-
crease the number of lawyers with a for-
eign language skills, because they under-
stand the “legal language” and are able to
translate it clearly from one document to
another. First, the creation of special pro-
grams, events and special internet sites is
important for the development of lawyers,
and it is also necessary to attract foreign
qualified specialists, who would contrib-
ute not only in professional lawyers devel-

opment, but also in the teachers ones.
Secondly, it should be given attention to
the foreign cooperation in the field of
“exchange of experience’, and this will

also concern teachers, students and
school-age children. Third, the develop-
ment programs, refresher courses, inter-
national visits by foreigners, and vice
versa, as well as publishing new quality
textbooks should be increased.
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
