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Today in Ukraine there is a problem of
low awareness of the elements of the intan-
gible cultural heritage of Ukraine, which, in
particular, is due to lack of information
sources, communication technologies and
educational measures of the relevant sub-
jects, as well as insufficient motivation to
study these issues [1].

In February 2016, the Department of
Culture, Tourism, Nationalities and Reli-
gions of Zaporizhzhya Regional State Ad-
ministration established a commission to
form a regional list of elements of the intan-
gible cultural heritage of Zaporizhzhia re-
gion [2]. The commission is composed of
highly skilled figures in the field of culture
and arts, educational institutions, creative
unions, public organizations. On September
20, 2016, the first five items were added to
the Zaporizhzhya Regional List [2]. Among
them was the Cossack fighting custom of
the Spas. Carrier is a community of the
NGO «Cossack Army of Zaporizhzhya Ba-
sin» and the All-Ukrainian NGO «All-
Ukrainian Federation of Spas». The main
zone of life of the element is the city of
Zaporozhye, Zaporizhzhya region.

Cossacks in Ukraine have centuries-old
traditions of preserving the spirituality of
the people through the Orthodox Christian
faith and through the Cossack custom -
centuries-old experience of the Ukrainian
people, rules of behavior, norms of social
morality, which were formed during the
historical existence of the people and passed
down from generation to generation in the
form of Cossack carbs - short that were
proverbial and were part of a system of
theoretical, practical and spiritual founda-
tions, at the top of which were Cossack leg-
ends, songs, fairy tales, dances and games as
a motor heritage and people.

The basis of the spiritual preparation of
the Cossack in the martial arts «Spas» is the
Orthodox faith and the Cossack custom,
which is based on the original Cossack carb
commandments that were passed on in the
Cossack families and served as certain spir-
itual guidance of the Cossack in life [3].

According to experts: the custom of
«Spas» goes through the life of the Cossack
from birth to death, this set of tools and
methods allows you to educate a healthy,
intellectually and spiritually developed per-
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son. The outlook formed by the custom of
«Spas» allows for a harmonious relationship
with the world and society.

Today, the Spas custom is passed down
in families and from teacher to student,
from heart to heart, ensuring its preserva-
tion and transmission to the next genera-
tions of Cossacks [3].

In May 1998, the first Ukrainian na-
tional martial arts school - the Zapor-
izhzhya City Cossack Children and Youth
Sports School of Martial Arts «Spas» was
opened in Zaporozhye. In fact, it was the
first state Cossack school of Ukrainian na-
tional martial arts in the history of modern
Ukraine. In the same year, the author’s pro-
gram of teaching the Cossack martial art
«Spas» for children and youth sports schools
was developed, which was approved by the
Zaporizhzhia City Council sports commit-
tee. At the same time, the first Ukrainian
hand -to- hand championship was held, the
first state-level martial arts competition. In
2005, the all-Ukrainian public organization
All-Ukrainian Federation «Spas» was legally
registered. At present it is considered one of
the Cossack organizations of Ukraine. And
in 2008, the Ukrainian Spas meleewas rec-
ognized as not an Olympic sport in
Ukraine. Competition rules and the curric-
ulum for the Ukrainian Spas melee for
children and youth sports schools were ap-
proved by the State Youth and Sports Ser-
vice of Ukraine in 2012 .

In August 2014, at the invitation of
UNESCO, a delegation of the All-Ukrain-
ian Federation of Spas participated in the
16th International Festival of National
Martial Arts in Chungju (South Korea),
where it demonstrated the Ukrainian

Spas manuscript as a Ukrainian national

martial art.

Spas National Martial Art is today an
element of the cultural heritage of the
Ukrainian people and embodies all the
traditions of Cossack martial art as an inte-
gral part of the culture of Ukraini-
ans. Formed at the time of the birth of
Zaporizhzhya Cossacks, the culture of
martial arts has received its modern em-
bodiment in the martial arts «Spas», which
inspires and promotes the cultural heritage
of the Cossack era. Education of the mod-
ern nation on the basis of the martial cul-
ture of the Ukrainian people and, directly,
the martial custom of «Spas», will give the
opportunity to form in the Ukrainian soci-
ety ideologically, physically and militarily
prepared layer of the population, will be-
come the basis for the revival of the spirit-
ual traditions of the Cossacks, will provide
an opportunity to create Ukraine and the
Ukrainian people.

The item is being promoted to the Na-
tional List of Intangible Cultural Heritage of
Ukraine.

(XVI - XVII ASRLAR MISOLIDA)

Xiva xonligi XVI asrdan boshlaboq
Rossiya romanovlari, Hindiston boburiy-
lari, Eron safaviylari va Buxoro xonligi
bilan savdo alogalarida bo’lgan. Bu bora-
da esa Xiva xonligining uzoq Rus davlati
bilan olib borgan savdo alogalari ahami-
yatiga molikdir. Ushbu maqolamizda Xi-
vaning tashqi iqtisodiy aloqalarini Xivaga
kelgan rossiyalik va Rossiyaga borgan
xivalik keltirgan
ma’lumotlarini tahlil gilamiz.

Rus davlati 1480-yildan amalda
mustaqillikni qo’lga kiritgach, asta sekin-
lik bilan oz yerlarini janub va junubi
sharqqa tomon kengaytirib bordi. Ayniq-
sa Ivan Grozniy davrida Rus davlati
hududi bir necha barobarga kengayib,
janubda Orta Osiyo xonliklari amalda
chegaradosh bo’lib qoldi. Aynan shu
davrdan boshlab, Rus davlati va O’rta
Osiyo xonliklari ortasida faol savdo alo-

elchilarning

qalari ornatilgan. Jumladan, 1585-yil
11-noyabrda xivalik elchi Xo’ja Muham-
madning Rossiya podshosi Fedor Ivanovi-

chga keltirgan tortiqlari orasida tillo zari
yuritilgan har xil ranglar bilan bo’yalgan,
gimmatboho mashhad kamoni ham
bo’lgan[1]. A.Chuloshnikov XVI asr
ortalarida Moskva davlatining O’rta Osi-
yo xonliklari bilan savdo-igtisodiy alo-
qalarini yoritish jarayonida rus huku-
matining Hindistonni bilishga intilishini
ham €’tibordan chetda qoldirmagan. XVI
asr ikkinchi yarmidan €’tiboran Rossiya
Hindistonga boradigan karvon yo'llarini
qidirib Orta Osiyo va Eronga maxsus
elchiliklar jonatgan edi. Bu vaqtlarda
Rossiya bilan Hindiston ortasida bevosita
iqtisodiy munosabatlar yo'lga qo’yilmagan
bo'lsa ham, hind tovarlari orta osiyolik
savdogarlar orqali Rus yerlariga kirib kel-
gan. A.Chuloshnikov orta asrlarda O’rta
Osiyo bilan Rossiya ortasida savdo alo-
qalarining quyidagi wusullari mavjud
bo’lganligini €'tirof giladi. Birinchidan,
shox va xonlar ortasidagi savdo bollib,
ular ishonchli vakillari - shaxslar, meh-
monlar va savdogarlar orqali amalga os-
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hirilgan. Ikkinchidan, xususiy savdogar-
larning erkin tovar ayirboshlashi, va ni-
hoyat, uchinchidan, hadya tariqasida xon
va elchilarning nodir buyumlarni ayir-
boshlashi shular jumlasidandir.

XVII asrda ham Xiva xonligi bilan
Rossiya ortasida elchilik va
aloqalari davom etgan. Elchilar Xiva xoni
nomidan rus podshosiga tortiglar olib
borgan. Hadyalar tarkibida hind tovarlari
ham bollgan. Masalan, 1641-yil noyabrda
Xiva elchisi Muhammad Amin Bahodir
tomonidan 100 oram maxsus hind gazla-
masi olib kelinganligi, elchining ozida
boshga tovarlar qatorida 100 bolak hind
cOhiti, tort idishda nil boyog’i bo'lganligi
malum[2]. 1646-yil 1 sentyabrda xivalik
elchi Nazar Nodirqulov Astrobodda yo'lda
kelayotgan vaqtida og’irlangan tovarlari
ro'yxatida boshqalar qatori 6 ta hind doka-
si, 5 ta hind tillo izufrey, 9 ta hind viboyka-
si, qo'y terisidan ishlangan 10 ta hind bosh
kiyimi bo’lgan. 1645-yilda Xiva xoni
Abulgozixon hind podshosiga xat yozib,
unda ilgarilari urganch xonlari hind shox-
lari bilan tinchlikda yashashgan va sav-
dogarlar bir-birlarining tomonlariga
qatnab turganligini aytib, endilikda ikki
mamlakat ortasidagi osha dostlik va savdo
aloqalarini davom ettirishni taklif gilgan.
Hozirda esa Urganch xoni Hindiston shoxi
bilan dostlik aloqalariornatgan bo'lib, sav-
dogarlar bir-birlarining mamlakatiga
qatnab turadi, deb bu haqda 1646 -yil
7-noyabrda Astraxanga borgan Xiva elchi-
si Shayxbobo malumot bergan[3]. Shu
kabi xabarlar asosida XVI-XVII asrlarda
Xiva bilan Hindiston ortasida dostona
siyosiy va iqtisodiy savdo munosabatlari
ornatilgan, deyish mumkin.

savdo

1667-yil 19-dekabrda Xiva elchisi
Po’latmuhammad mahkamada Xiva xoni
Hindiston shoxi bilan bordi-keldi qiladi
va savdogarar har ikki tomonga borib er-
kin savdo kiladilar deb javob bergan. Ur-
ganchdan Hindistonga quruglik yo'li bi-
lan bir yarim oyda boradi, degan. Ularn-
ing tovarlari doka, qalampirmunchogq,
dolchin, buyoq va boshqa tovarlar[4].Rus
elchisi Ivan Fedotov 1669 yil 13-iyunda
Xiva xoni Anusha xon huzurida bo’lgan
va Rossiyaga qaytib kelgach, 0’z axboroti-
da buxoroliklar va xivaliklar bir-birlari
bilan ozaro savdo qilishi, bozorlarda
uchratgan tovarlari, ularning narx-navosi
haqida ma'lum qilgan. U urganchlik sav-
dogarlar Buxorodan viboyka, ip-gazlama
va rang-barang ipak matolari keltirishini,
lekin, buxoroliksavdogarlarning Xiva va
Urganchga kam kelishini e’tirof etgan.

Shu bilan birga I.Fedotov hindlar va
balxliklar Xivaga kelishmaydi hamda Xi-
vada hind omborlari ham yoq, deb xabar
beradi. Qizig'i shundaki, elchi Xiva bozo-
rlarida sotilayotgan tovarlar narxini As-
traxanda sotilish narxi bilan tagqoslab, bu
tovarlarni Rossiyada sotishdan foyda
chigmaydi, deb hisoblagan|[5].

I.Fedotov korsatmalaridagi hindlar va
balxliklarning Xiva bilan savdo
qilishmasligi haqidagi xabari ikki yil av-
val, yani 1667-yildagi Xiva elchisi Po’lat
Muhammadning bergan malumotlariga
zid keladi. Aftidan, I.Fedotov sharq
davlatlarda savdoning o’ziga xos tamon-
laridan bexabar bolgan. Ko'p holatlarda
O’rta Osiyo xonlari bilan Hindiston shox-
lari ortasidagi savdo A.Chuloshnikov es-
latib o'tgan savdo usullari orqali amalga
oshirilgan.
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Mahmud ibn Vali “Bahr-ul asror”
asarida Balx viloyati, uning jugrofik orni,
odamlari, poliz va sabzavot ekinlari ha-
qidagi bo'limda u erda etishtiriladigan va
chetdan olib kelinadigan mahsulotlar ha-
qida xabar berib, Xorazmdan ko'ktarnay
qovuni, Buxorodan qora qovun, mulla
payandagi va daroyi, Samarqandning za-
gare qovuni va gilosi, shimoliy Xitoyning
shaftolilari, Xorazmning tut daraxtlari,
Marg’ilonning charxi deb atalgan o'riklari,
Samarqandning
boshqalarning Balxga keltirilganligi va
hattoki u erda etishtirila boshlanganligini
ta'kidlaydi[6].

Demak, Xorazm qovunlari Balxda
ham mashhur bo’lgan. Ma'lumki, qovun
suvsiz osmaydi, ko'p sugorilsa unchalik
shirin ham bo’lmaydi. Mahmud ibn Vali
Xorazmda sugormasdan qovun etishti-
rish siri hagida malumot beradi. Uning
yozishicha, yantoqning uzun tomiri uzu-

sangak olmasi va

nasiga kesilib, unga qovun urig’i joy-
lashtiriladi, yani ekiladi. Qovun osib chi-
qib, pishgunga qadar yantoq ildizi suvi
bilan oziqlanadi. Bunday qovun katta va
shirin bo’lgan[7]. Bu kabi qovun etishti-
rish usuli hozirgi kunda ham Buxoro
cho’l xududlarida
qo'llaniladi. Mahmud ibn Vali Xorazmn-
ing rus yerlari bilan savdodan katta foyda
olishini ta'’kidlab o’tgan edi. Xulosa shuki,

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EFFICIENCY OF OBTAINING ANDROGENIC BARLEY
HAPLOIDS DEPENDING ON THE METHOD OF PLANT
REGENERATION, THE COMPOSITION OF THE NUTRIENT
MEDIUM AND THE DENSITY OF INOCULATION OF ANTHERS

Annotation: Studied the possibility of single-stage obtaining of regenerated plants in
another culture in vitro of spring barley when replacing the agar-agar induction medium
with corn starch isolated from the grain of the line carrier of the mutant gene su2 en-
dosperm structure, and chemically modified starch D-5A, and impact on the efficiency of
the process hepaprotective density inoculation of anthers. It was found that on nutrient
media containing starch, the reduction in the frequency of regeneration occurred either
due to the high growth rate of non-embryogenic callus (su2-starch), or due to inhibition
of the growth and development of embryoids (chemically modified starch). Reducing the
density of inoculation of anthers contributed to an increase in the frequency of plant re-

generation in the agar medium.

Keywords: barley Hordeum vulgare L), in vitro pollen culture, nutrient medium,
agar-agar, starch, embryondogenesis, plant regeneration.

As is known, the General scheme for
obtaining androgen haploids involves the
cultivation of anthers on a nutrient me-
dium in order to induce abnormal multi-
ple division of haploid microspores with
the formation of morphogenic structures
from which regenerate plants are formed
[1,2].

Typically, the process takes place in
two stages when using two types of me-
dia. The first medium - induction-con-
tains a complex of physiologically active
substances that stimulate the deviation of
microspores from the gametophytic path-
way of development, their multiple divi-
sion and further callus formation or em-
bryoidogenesis. The composition of the
second medium - regenerative-promotes
the regeneration of plants from morpho-

genic structures of microsporal origin
transferred to it. At the same time, the
fastest and most cost — effective way to
obtain haploids is embryoidogenesis-the
formation of bipolar structures with syn-
chronous development of root and stem
apexes directly from multicellular micro-
spores (direct embryoidogenesis) or from
embryogenic callus (indirect embryoido-
genesis) [3].

It should be noted that the high regen-
erative capacity of embryos that can ger-
minate on an induction medium allows
you to get haploids without using a regen-
erative medium, which significantly re-
duces the labor intensity and helps to save
materials.

We first established that the replace-
ment of agar-agar chemically modified [4,
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5] and natural starches [6] in the induc-
tion medium improved the frequency of
direct embryogenesis and regeneration of
plants in vitro culture of anthers of spring
barley. In this regard, the aim of the re-
search was to study the possibility of one-
stage production of haploids of this type
of plant on starch-containing media and
to determine the effect of the density of
inoculation of anthers on the efficiency of
the haploproduction process.
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THE HISTORY OF THE WAQF PROPERTY IN THE FERGANA
VALLEY (20S OF THE XX CENTURY)
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Annotation: This article explores the history of waqf properties and the procedure and
effects of their abolishment in the Uzbek SSR, especially in Fergana valley.
Key words: Waqf land and property, Fergana region, the Central Committee of the

Communist Party of Uzbekistan.

In Turkestan, Islam has long played a
key role in the social, economic, cultural
and educational life of the country. In the
early years of Tsarist Russia and the Sovie.
Union, most of the land and property in
Turkestan belonged to religious institu-
tions and organizations and was named
the waqgf land and property. The religious
layers such as mufti, khoja, pir, mutawa,
eshan, sheikh and sufi also owned large
property. At the beginning of the twenti-
eth century, there were 268 madrasahs,
1498 large and 11230 small mosques in
the Turkestan general governor’s territory,
serving 12,449 imams and other members
of the religious groups. There were also
236 reading rooms in the Fergana region.

The information on waqf property
and their condition in the regions of the
Uzbek SSR in 1924-1925 shows that reli-
gious institutions and organizations be-
longing to the waqf property had a sig-
nificant share.

In Kokand and Margilan districts of
Fergana region there were a lot of institu-
tions belonging to the waqf property- wa-
ter mills, small shops, mosques, madrasas
and graveyards.

From 1925 to 1926, there were
18 branches and 6 waqf representative
centers in seven regions of the Republic of
Uzbekistan, with a total of 129 employees.
In Ferghana region, 26 employees worked
in representative centers.

On January 24-29, 1925, O.Okhunov
gave a speech about the work of the Waqf
Head Office at the special conference of
the waqf property’s employees. Partici-
pants of the conference said, “There is no
need for waqf and its institutions in the
communist society, but in the transition
period, religious complications in the East
can be found among the masses, there-
fore, it is necessary to save temporarily for
the sake of welfare.

Following the Republic conference of
wagqf leaders, in the 1925-1926 academic
year, increasing the number of students
studying in the districts of the Uzbek SSR
at the expense of waqf property, focusing
on education and improving literacy was
planned. However, in many cities, towns
and villages, educational institutions were
not paid enough attention to be operated at
the expense of the waqf property. Rural
female educational institutions operating
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at the expense of wagf property were only
available in Tashkent and Kokand districts.
The conclusion is that women’s education
in the new method schools, which were
funded by the waqf property, was very low.
Also, the confiscation of waqf properties in
the early years of the Soviet Union led to
the collapse of many buildings belonging
to the wagf property. The lack of funds led
to the restoration of the wagf property, but
the closure of many educational institu-
tions operating on the grounds that it
would take time to recover.

Akmal Tkramov, Executive Secretary of
the Central Committee of the Communist
Party of Uzbekistan, gave a speech on the
theme of “ About clergymen and school” at
the VI plenum of the Central Committee
of the Communist Party of Uzbekistan on
June 13-15, 1927 in the city of Samarkand.
The plenary session made a decision on
the direction on limiting the activities of
religious institutions in the country, the
closure of Muslim schools and madrasas.
As a result, tens of mosques were closed in
the regions of the country, including in the
Ferghana region. Religious believers were
forced to visit long-distance mosques in
order to fulfill their Muslim duty.

The meeting of the Central Executive
Committee of the Communist Party of
Uzbekistan and the Council of People’s
Commissars on September 27, 1928 pro-
claimed the decision to abolish the waqf
property. According to this decision, is-
sues related to the abolishment of waqf
properties and their transfer to local So-
viet authorities were considered to be ur-
gently needed in all areas of the Uzbek
SSR. The decision of the Central Execu-

tive Committee of the Uzbek SSR on the
Second Session of November 13-19, 1928,
“On the termination of the Old Methodic
Schools and Reading rooms” testified to
the brutal struggle against religion and
religious believers.

The meeting of the Ferghana Execu-
tive Committee held on December 4,
1928, was attended by all district activists,
and mainly religious issues were dis-
cussed. At the meeting, issues such as the
completion of the waqf property, the ces-
sation of the activities of the old-fash-
ioned schools, and the immediate transfer
of confiscated religious institutions to the
state were discussed and a special com-
mission was set up.

The Soviet authorities’ efforts to abol-
ish old-fashioned schools and wagf prop-
erty were reflected in their efforts to re-
strict the activities of religious institu-
tions. Measures in this regard had devas-
tating consequences in Uzbekistan,
especially in the Ferghana region.
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URGENT ISSUES OF IMPROVEMENT OF RURAL SOCIAL
INFRASTRUCTURE IN UZBEKISTAN

Achieving social stability is one of the
pressing challenges for our developing
country. Furthermore, ensuring the social
well-being of the wider population plays an
important social role in the social policy of
our state. From this point of view, sustain-
able development of rural social infrastruc-
ture is also a prerequisite for the welfare of
the country in creating equal social condi-
tions and opportunities for our citizens. As
the president Shavkat Mirziyoev pointed
out: “The effect of economic reforms and
social changes can be seen on how well it
influences on the welfare and well-being of
the population, and the quality and stan-
dard of living of the population”

In rural areas, where almost half of the
population of the Republic of Uzbekistan
lives, there is a need for several reforms to
bring social infrastructure in line with mod-
ern requirements. Only by recognizing this
need at the pick of time, the renovation and
improvement of rural social systems and
infrastructure will become a priority of our
social policy. For the construction of social
facilities and provision of urban services to
the rural population through their activities,
the program envisaged by the reform of
Republic Action Strategy, “Obod qishloq”
(Prosperous village), “Obod mahalla” (Flor-
ishing Makhalla) are adopted. These pro-
grams round about the construction and
operation of infrastructure facilities, and it
will be the first thing that can be done to

help the villagers “get free from spoon-
feeding habit”.

Before talking about the objects of social
infrastructure and their activities, it is wise
to give a scientific description of the concept
of social infrastructure. Social infrastruc-
ture is “the system, means of communica-
tion necessary for the well-being of the
people, as well as the activities of enterprises
serving for public, institutions and organi-
zations, governing bodies and employees
that provide social and household services
to the citizens, which meet the established
standards of living. It is a system of indus-
tries and institutions that are designed to
meet social needs”

In this regard, the economic sector con-
siders social infrastructure as “.. a set of
economic units associated with maintaining
the economy and normal job functions of
the population” Social infrastructure com-
bines housing utilities, healthcare, educa-
tion, culture and arts, physical education
and sports, trade and catering, and public
utilities. Proper distribution of managerial
functions between different levels of gov-
ernment is determined by the main criteri-
on for the functioning of the social sphere -
the improvement of the living conditions of
the population.

Development and effective functioning
of facilities, which are part of the social infra-
structure, is an important condition for im-
proving the quality and standard of living of
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the country’s population. Development and
effective functioning of these facilities, which
are part of the social infrastructure, is an
important condition for improving the level
and quality of social life of the population.

At the city level, the social services are
delivered directly to the consumer. The op-
portunities are expanded to facilitate these
services in the villages also.

The most important objectives of social
infrastructure are:

— Creating conditions for the formation
of progressive demographic trends;

- Efficient use of labor resources;

- Provision of adequate housing, com-
munal and living conditions for the popula-
tion;

- improving and maintaining the physi-
cal health of the population;

- Rational use of free time of citizens.

The main purpose of social infrastruc-
ture activities is comprehensive develop-
ment of human beings by satisfying their
inner, spiritual and cultural needs. By the
development of networks in social infra-
structure, the main tasks of social policy
aimed at improving living standards, wel-
fare and longevity of life expectancy, bring-
ing up and reproduction of a healthy, cre-
ative generation are considered.

Each developing country should priori-
tize the following as the action plan in its
social policy in order to improve social in-
frastructure in its social policy:

- Addressing the housing problem,
meeting the growing demand for quality
housing;

- Improvement of the level and quality
of development of social infrastructure,
creation of cultural sphere of human life;

- Improvement of environmental living
and working conditions;

— Professional development of workers
as the basis for increasing productivity and
increasing the volume of goods and services;

— Creation of social protection guaran-
tees for all layers of the population, includ-
ing youth and pensioners;

- meeting the people’s demand for goods
and services;

In turn, the main tasks in improving the
social infrastructure of the rural areas of the
state should be:

- Meeting and encountering the infra-
structure needs of the rural population;

- Ensuring the integrity of the rural area
infrastructure.

- Improvement of rural infrastructure in
line with modern standards.

Taking this into consideration, a set of
comprehensive measures (investment proj-
ects) for designing, construction, and re-
construction of rural social infrastructure
are identified in the state programs “Strate-
gy of Action, “Obod gishloq” (Prosperous
village) and “Obod mabhalla” (Flourishing
makhalla). They serve as a systematic solu-
tion to the above-mentioned rural substruc-
ture policies related to infrastructure.

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MEDICAL PROCESSING OF CARIOUS CAVITY

Abstract: What is Carious Cavity? In other words, the “carious cavity” is the destruc-
tion of teeth by caries. The emergence of caries largely depends on the lifestyle - diet, oral
hygiene, the presence of fluoride in water and toothpaste. The predisposition of teeth to

caries also depends on heredity.

Key words: Caries, caries, carious cavity, pulpitis, toothpaste, Consepsis, Dento-

Infusor, re-infection of dentin.

Caries is most common in children,
but adults are also susceptible to this dis-
ease. The following forms of caries are
distinguished:

Superficial caries - most common in
both children and adults, affects the
chewing or interdental surfaces of the
teeth.

Deep caries — with age, the gums fall,
exposing the roots of the teeth. Since tooth
roots are not protected by enamel, cavities
are easily formed in the affected areas.

Secondary caries-carious cavities af-
fect previously sealed teeth. This is be-
cause such areas often accumulate plaque,
which can eventually turn into a carious
process. Adults who suffer from dry
mouth syndrome, a disease associated
with a lack of salivation, are most suscep-
tible to caries. Dry mouth syndrome can
be caused by an illness, as well as a side
effect of certain medications, radiation
and chemotherapy. It can be temporary
and last from several days to several
months, or permanent, depending on the
causes of the disease.

The formation of cavities is a serious
disease. Without timely proper treatment,

the caries cavity can destroy the tooth and
damage the neurovascular bundle in the
center of the tooth, which in turn can lead
to inflammation of the root canals. After
the occurrence of inflammation (also
known as “pulpitis”), treatment is possible
only by depulpation and other surgical
procedures or by removing the tooth.

How do I know if T have cavities? Only
a dentist can accurately diagnose caries.
This is due to the fact that the carious
process begins below the surface layer of
enamel, where it is invisible at first glance.
When you consume food rich in carbohy-
drates (sugar and starch), the bacteria
contained in the plaque turn them into
acids that destroy the tooth enamel. Over
time, the enamel layer is destroyed from
the inside, while the surface remains un-
disturbed. With a progressive tissue de-
fect, the surface layer is also destroyed
over time, forming a carious cavity.

The process of caries formation is
most often affected by the recesses of the
chewing surfaces of the molars, the inter-
dental surfaces, and the surfaces that
touch the gingival edge. Regardless of
where it occurs, the best way to diagnose
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and treat caries is to regularly visit the
dentist for a periodic examination, which
will help prevent the transition of the car-
ies process to more severe stages.

How to prevent the development of
caries? Brush your teeth at least twice a
day, and use dental floss daily to remove
plaque from the interdental spaces and
the cervical part of the gum.

Visit your dentist regularly. Preventive
measures allow you to avoid the occur-
rence of diseases, or stop their develop-
ment at the initial stage.

Follow a balanced diet with a limited
amount of starch and sugar. If you include
foods rich in starch and sugar in your
diet, consume them during the main
meals, rather than between them - this
will limit the time during which your
teeth are exposed to acids. Use fluoride-
containing products for oral care, includ-
ing toothpaste. Make sure that children
drink water enriched with fluoride. If the
water at Your place of residence is not
fluoridated, your dentist and pediatrician
may prescribe fluoride-containing dietary
supplements to Your child.

Definition: a Condition characterized by
the formation of carious cavities is called
dental caries. Caries is caused by certain
types of bacteria that process carbohydrates
and release acid, which destroys the tooth
enamel and the dentin under it.

Signs and symptoms: there Are three
possible signs that indicate the formation
of a carious cavity: toothache, reaction of
the teeth to sweet, hot or cold, or pain
when chewing.

The reason: the oral cavity is home to
a large number of different bacteria that

form a plaque on the tooth, which is a
sticky film. When eating or drinking,
these bacteria process the carbohydrates
they contain to form an acid that corrodes
the tooth enamel. The acid leaches miner-
als from the enamel, and if not properly
treated, this can lead to the formation of a
carious cavity. Caries begins to form in
the main part of the tooth (enamel) and,
as the enamel is destroyed, penetrates
deep into the dentin, eventually reaching
the nerve (pulp) of the teeth.

Diagnosis: the Dentist can detect car-
ies by examining the surface of the tooth,
as well as using radiography, which allows
you to see whether the caries has pene-
trated from the enamel deep into the
dentin or to the pulp of the tooth.

Prevention: there Are different ways to
prevent caries, which include:

- Daily cleaning of the teeth with a
toothbrush and floss, since this procedure
allows to reduce the amount of plaque
and the number of bacteria in the oral
cavity.

- Limiting the amount of sugar-or
starch-containing foods consumed dur-
ing the day reduces the formation of acid
in the oral cavity, which damages the
tooth enamel.

- Use of fluoride-containing tooth-
paste that strengthens the teeth, as well as
passing procedures for processing teeth
with fluoride in the dentist’s office, or tak-
ing fluoride-containing additives in ac-
cordance with the recommendations of
the dentist.

- Use of antibacterial mouthwashes to
reduce the number of bacteria that cause
caries.
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- Use of chewing gum containing xyli-
tol, which inhibits the growth of bacteria.

Treatment: when treating adult pa-
tients, the dentist applies a sealant to mo-
lars that have the first signs of dental car-
ies to prevent caries from penetrating
deeper tooth tissues. If the enamel shows
signs of permanent damage, the dentist
can seal the tooth. In more serious cases,
you may need to process the root canal.

We consider it appropriate to use the
following method of antiseptic treatment
of the cavity before filling:

1. Plentiful washing of the cavity with
water, water-air spray and drying from
the” gun “ of the dental unit. It is desirable
that the “ gun “ was not supplied with tap
water, but had an Autonomous supply of
distilled water from a special container.

2. Medical treatment of the carious
cavity with 2% aqueous solution of
chlorhexidine. For these purposes, you
can use a solution purchased from a phar-
macy, but, in our opinion, it is most con-
venient to use the drug “Consepsis” (Ul-
tradent) for these purposes. It is a 2% so-
lution of chlorhexidine bigluconot, con-
taining mild flavorings and having a pH
of 6.0. Another version of this drug -
“Consepsis V” — has a thicker consistency.
These products are available in syringes,
complete with disposable cannula brush-
es “Black Mini Brush” or “Dento-Infusor”

“Consepsis” is applied to the walls and
bottom of the cavity with a cannula brush
for 30-60 seconds. It can also be used to
treat the surrounding tissues of the tooth
and the adjacent gum. As necessary, the
drug is gradually squeezed out of the sy-
ringe.

3. The drug is carefully inflated and
dried with air. It is not recommended to
wash it off.

4. After that, the enamel and dentin
are etched, the adhesive system is applied,
and the cavity is sealed in accordance
with the instructions for the filling mate-
rial.

Effective application of the adhesive
system and qualified, technologically cor-
rect filling ensure long-term sealing of the
dentin surface and impermeability at the
border of the filling / tooth tissue. This
prevents the reinfection of dentin, the
development of recurrent caries and com-
plications from the pulp of the tooth.

When treating children, the dentist
can apply the sealant to both milk and
permanent molars. The dentist can also
apply fluoride-containing dental varnish
to milk and permanent teeth to protect
them from caries.

Complications: if left untreated, the
carious cavity can cause a large-scale cari-
ous lesion of the tooth. Eventually, uncon-
trolled caries can completely destroy the
tooth. In addition, there is a risk of devel-
oping an infection caused by an abscess
that spreads towards the root of the tooth.

Related conditions or diseases: the
formation of a carious cavity is the result
of poor oral hygiene and the constant
presence of plaque on the surface of the
tooth. Special types of plaque bacteria
cause the development of caries. Various
types of bacteria contained in plaque in
the area of the gum line cause the devel-
opment of gum diseases that should be
treated by a dentist or periodontist. Since
caries can penetrate deep into the struc-
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ture of the tooth, up to the pulp cavity,
where the nerves are located, the patient
may be hypersensitive to certain foods
and beverages.

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THE IMPACT OF REGIONAL POLICY ON PERFECTING THE

TOURIST ENVIRONMENT
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Abstract: The article analyzes the importance of regional policy in bringing the tour-
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tourists flow.

In the period of the current market
economy, the need for service sectors is
increasing. In particular, the spheres of
recreation and tourism are in a sentence.
After all, one of the most basic and popu-
lar service sectors in the service sector is
tourism, through which, in combination
with foreign exchange earnings, econom-
ic and geographical processes are also
developing.

Tourists take part in tourism to receive
spiritual nourishment from historical
monuments, spiritual revival in the meat
of the picturesque nature, enrich their
minds by watching various asor-u atikas.
In many regions of the world, such a situ-
ation is quite adequate and desirable, in
some places there are both objects of cul-
tural norm, and meat of a charming na-
ture, but it is impossible to visit those re-
gions. Because as the biggest obstacle to
this, it can be cited as the turbulent geo-
political situation on the land or the lack
of confidence in the attractive tourist ar-
eas, the fact that the tourist infrastructure
is well developed. In this regard, some
developing countries do not have to trace

the additional foreign exchange earnings,
since they do not fully use their capabili-
ties and etc. After all, the tourism envi-
ronment is formed only if the flow of
tourism is organized through regional
policies to tourists.

In Uzbekistan, unlike some develop-
ing countries, as above, the provision of
services, in particular, has been paying
great attention to the tourism sector.
Within the framework of a particular ad-
ministrative or natural unity, systematic
work is being carried out to reveal the
possibilities of studying, evaluating and
developing their tourist and ecotouristic
opportunities. The essence of these works
is, in fact, a regional policy aimed at these
issues. In particular, The President of the
Republic of Uzbekistan Decree of
Sh.M.Mirziyoyev which Ne 56-11, “On ad-
ditional measures for the rapid develop-
ment of tourism in the Republic of Uz-
bekistan” in 5 January in 2019 is of par-
ticular importance in this regard. It is
worth noting that in order to ensure the
implementation of legal documents,
measures are being taken to improve the
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infrastructure of service types, increase
the number of tourist firms and improve
their specialization, as well as territorial
composition, taking into account the spe-
cific capabilities of the regions during the
formation of the tourist environment. As
a result of this, not only the tourist infra-
structure, but also the economic and so-
cial situation of the regions are becoming
more positive.

Effective work is underway to acceler-
ate the flow of tourism in the Namangan
region, among other regions of the coun-
try. Although there are enough tourist
opportunities in the region, there is still
no transition to the full use of these op-
portunities. To this end, it is planning to
improve the infrastructure of the turbines
and carry out reconstruction work.

A large-scale work on improving the
infrastructure of Tourism and recreation in
the region is also intensifying. Including:

The monument of Akhsikent is on the
territory of Shakhand village of Turakur-
gan district, which was a flourishing city
occupying a very large area in the X-XI
centuries [2, p. 9 ]. It was destroy in the
1620-year earthquake [3, p. 13] and now
about 60 hectares of ruins have been pre-
served, which is considered the largest
archaeological monument in the Fergana
Valley. In accordance with the instruction
of the president of our country, in 2017, a
huge work was start on preserving and
researching the historical monument of
Akhsikent, creating its true history. The
State Unitary Enterprise “Directorate for
the protection and research of the Akhsi-
kent archaeological object” was estab-
lished. In accordance with the decision of

the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic
of Uzbekistan dated October 16, 2017 “on
the establishment of a memorial complex
for the protection and research of the ar-
chaeological architectural object “Akhsi-
kent” in the Turakurgan District of Na-
mangan region, part of the monument
has been transform into an archaeological
museum. On February 28,2019, our com-
patriot Sh.M. Mirziyoyev went to Akhsi-
kent complex and gave a high assessment
of the tourism environment and addi-
tional recommendations [5]. Thanks to
the attention shown, in the coming years,
another part of the archaeological monu-
ment will be turned into a museum and
become a “hot tourist center” under the
open sky.

Part of the amusement park “Valley
of Legends”, which is expected to disap-
pear in the city of Namangan in Central
Asia, has been commission for use, and
construction work continues in the re-
maining parts. The total project cost of
this park is 171,0 million US dollars. The
park, which occupies an area of 110 hec-
tares, has a 4-star hotel designed for 250
people with 16 floors; an indoor and
outdoor swimming pool, in particular an
Aquapark of 18000 m* modern attrac-
tions brought from abroad are set up in a
small stadium, ice palace, shopping malls
with an area of 50000 m? a library and a
center of artisans with an area of 22000
2, a large mosque [6]. Recreational
Goethe, which is recognizing as “The
heart of the city of flowers”, “The land of
Legends”, increases the tourist attractive-
ness of the city of Namangan several

times, especially with the transfer to full
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use. The most important thing is that
this park design to serve 100 thousand
people the year round and about 1500
new jobs will be created.

Uzbekistan - Netherlands joint ven-
ture in the form of “Chartak Resort” LLC
is restoring the “Sanatorium and wellness
center” based on modern foreign tech-
nologies, with a total project value of
170,0 thousand US dollor, on the territory
of “Gulshan” neighborhood citizens meet-
ing in Chartak district. For the construc-
tion of this center, 15,2 hectares of land is
allocated. Here for a year the service of
6000 citizens, of which 2300 foreign tour-
ists was planned [4]. As a result, the rec-
reational flow develop, the number of
tourists also increases.

In conclusion, we can say that the re-
gional policy, which is correctly oriented
towards the tourist climate of the Naman-
gan region, gives an effective result. At the
end of these cases analyzed in the exam-
ple of tourism, it is permissible to cite the
following:

« to ensure that infrastructure can meet
modern requirements in order to further
increase the tourist potential of the re-
gion;

o increase the number of hotels and
guest houses in the local area, increasing
the number of foreign tourists and pro-
viding quality services;

« to introduce the use of the popular

tourist route maps, which portrays the
location of attractive objects, by forming a
popular tourist route;

o the quality of service in different
themes, ancient towns and resorts Kem-
ing is considered appropriate to strictly
control the state of health and sanitation
and etc.

So, tourist opportunities are enough in
all regions. Having properly assessed
them, it is expedient to systematically in-
troduce management.
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
